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Foreign Troops in Ukraine: Who is the OrigiNATOr?

The year 2022 will be marked in Ukraine by large-scale military exercises involving NATO countries.
Ten large-scale manoeuvres involving aviation and fleet are already scheduled. Kiev has already
agreed to nearly triple its expenses on this demonstration of aggressive intentions. /zvestiya tried to

understand Ukraine’s rationale behind this.

What NATO exercises will take place in Ukraine in 2022

Ukrainian law does not make it possible to deploy foreign servicemen and military bases in the
territory of the country. The Verkhovna Rada therefore annually adopts an individual instrument that

grants access to soldiers of other countries.

This year the exercises are said to be premised on “the strategic course of Ukraine towards
membership in NATO and the European Union” and “a complicated military and political situation

that requires the operational capabilities of the Ukrainian army to be increased.”

There is a build-up in the foreign contingent as compared to the previous years. This apparently also
accounts for larger expenses from the Ukrainian budget — from UAH 39 million in 2021 to UAH
106.5 million in 2022 (RUB 106 million and RUB 290 million respectively).

Below is a brief description of military exercises scheduled to take place in the territory of Ukraine:

1. Sea Breeze. Key participants — Ukraine and the USA. The exercises take place in the water area
of the Black Sea and last for several weeks. Training takes place on land, at sea, and in the air.
7,500 servicemen, 85 warships, 70 aircraft and helicopters will be involved in 2022, of which 2,000

servicemen and 20 pieces of aircraft equipment will come from NATO countries.
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2. Rapid Trident. Ukraine, the USA and other NATO members. The exercises take place at a proving
ground near the western border of Ukraine, in the Lvov Region.
8,500 servicemen, of which 1,500 are American soldiers and 2,000 are from other NATO members,

are expected to take part. The exercises will last for a month and a half between March and December.

3. Silver Saber. Ukraine and Poland. The exercises have three stages: in February—April, May—July,
August—December.

NATO specialists assess the Ukrainian special operation forces during manoeuvres.

Number: 5,000 servicemen, 16 aircraft and helicopters, 10 warships. Poland will send 1,000

servicemen, four aircraft and helicopters.

4. Riverine. Ukraine and Romania. The exercises take place on the Danube River. The purpose is to
conduct training involving the Navy, Border Guard Service and border guards.
400 servicemen, 20 warships, 10 aircraft and helicopters are expected to take part in these exercises.

The military contingent will be divided in equal parts.

5. Cossack Mace. Ukraine and Great Britain. The purpose is to facilitate cooperation between the
Ukrainian and British armed forces. In 2021, the exercises took place in the southern regions — the
Nikolaev and Odessa Regions. According to the agenda, the military were repelling an attack on cities
launched by an imaginary enemy.

Number in 2022: 5,500 servicemen, 30 aircraft and helicopters, 11 warships.

The British Armed Forces will send 1,500 servicemen, 10 aircraft and helicopters, three ships. The
other countries — NATO members — will send up to 1,000 servicemen, 10 aircraft and helicopters,

three warships.

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6. Maple Arch. Canada, Ukraine, Lithuania, Poland and other NATO countries. The purpose is to
improve the interoperation of the armed forces of the member countries.

Total number: 3,700 soldiers and officers, 22 aircraft and helicopters.

Canada as the organiser will send 300 servicemen, four aircraft and helicopters. Lithuania and Poland
will send 500 servicemen and aviation. The other NATO member countries will send up to 700

servicemen and up to six aircraft and helicopters.

7. Blonde Avalanche. Ukraine, Hungary, Romania, Slovakia. The exercises used to be held in the
Transcarpathia Region. According to the agenda, the military will be eliminating the consequences
of a flood.

Number in 2022: 1,300 servicemen and 13 aerial vehicles.

Hungary, Romania, Slovakia and NATO member countries will send 200 servicemen each and two

aircraft and helicopters each.

8. Joint Efforts. Ukraine, the USA, and other NATO countries. The exercises mostly take place in
summer in different regions, from the southern borders to the northern borders, where the republic
borders with Belarus.

Number of servicemen: 12,500. 70 warships, 90 aircraft and helicopters are expected to come.

The USA will send 1,000 servicemen, 10 warships, 20 aircraft and helicopters. The other NATO

members will send 2,500 servicemen, 40 warships, 40 aircraft and helicopters.

9. Viking. Ukraine, Sweden, NATO countries.
No military equipment is involved in these exercises. These are declared to be aimed at fostering

cooperation during international peacekeeping operations.

Total number: 500 servicemen, of whom 100 will come from Sweden and another 200 from NATO.

10. Multinational exercises. This course has no public name.
This programme provides that 4,000 specialists from the USA and other NATO countries will be

training 15 thousand Ukrainian servicemen throughout 2022 in various regions of Ukraine.
