 Which includes the entirety, the totality of a thing considered in relation to the number, extent or 
intensity of energy; it becomes in the plural all (when it is not in front of a noun, an article, an adjective 
or a pronoun, we pronounce the S), all.  It is used in front of a noun preceded or not by an article, a 
demonstrative or a possessive.  Everybody. The entire planet. All day. All men. All animals. All plants. 
All the people came running.  His entire family is healthy. All the nations of the world.  All the 
inhabitants of the city.  He spent quite a fortune. A whole regiment was taken prisoner in this matter. 
The totality of this expense was borne by him.  He told us in detail all these events.  He put all his 
property, all his money into it.  To work with all his might.  To use all his power, all his skills, all his 
knowledge for something.  He used all his credit. To love someone with all your heart.  Give all power 
to a proxy.  To act with total freedom. 

To read “an entire author”, To read all the books by that author. 

Going all out, running at full speed, at maximum speed, Go, run very fast. 

By any chance. See CHANCE.  

At all costs. See FORCE. 

 ALL is also used in front of a proper noun.  He traveled all over France.  I went down the whole Loire.  
All of Paris knows this story.  He read all of Corneille. However, it remains invariable in front of the name 
of a city. All of Rome witnessed his triumph. 

It also works in front of this, what, which, those, the ones.  All of this is very worrying.  He does 
whatever he likes. That is all I know.  All those who died.  All the ones who came. 

Both or both of them, One and the other.  The first of these expressions usually shows 
simultaneity. They both left, both of them for the city.  Both are long-dead. It is likewise said: All 
three, all four and all three of them, all four of them.  Beyond the latter number, there is no longer 
the option to delete the article. All the five of them, sixteen, twenty, etc. 

 ALL is also used with the personal pronoun and is placed after it.  All of us.  All of you.  All of them.  
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
