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XIIe Century, dongier.  Derived from the Late Latin * domniarium, “power,” from 
domnum for dominus, “lord.”  From the meaning of “power, domination” 
originates that of “peril,” from the expression estre en dangier, “to be in power, at 
the mercy of someone.” 

1. What constitutes a threat to someone’s health, safety, interests, existence.  An imminent, 
inevitable, unforeseen danger.  That would put you in great danger.  To escape from danger. 
All danger is eliminated.  To brave, to face danger.  To expose oneself to danger. This is not 
without danger.  There is danger in crossing this river, this desert. 

2. Situation where such a threat is felt. Endanger, out of danger.  To be in danger of death, 
in danger of dying.  Declare the homeland in danger.  Keep calm at the height of danger.  By 
extension (often in plural).  A fact which can have an undesired consequence. The dangers 
that inflation poses to the economy.  The dangers of an unbalanced diet. 

3. Colloquial expression. A danger to the public, a dangerous person for everyone else. This 
reckless driver is, behind the wheel, a danger to the public.  Informal. There is no danger that 
or, elliptically, No danger that (followed by subjective), to mean that something will not 
happen in any circumstances, that one will refrain from doing such a thing, to take such a 
risk.  There is no danger that he will forget this lesson.  There is no danger that I will repeat 
the experience.  No danger of being caught again!  Elliptically. Will you go? No danger! 

4. MARINE.  Helm, reef, wreck or any other obstacle that poses a threat to navigation. Report the 
dangers of a channel.
