FUNDAMENTALS OF THE STATE POLICY OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION IN
THE FIELD OF NAVAL OPERATIONS FOR THE PERIOD UNTIL 2030

|. General Provisions

1. These Fundamentals establish goals, objectives, priority areas, and mechanisms to
implement the state policy of the Russian Federation in the field of naval operations for the period
until 2030, and the role and place of the Navy, forces and facilities of the federal security service

bodies as part of the military component of the Russian maritime potential.

6. Naval operations constitute targeted activities of the State intended to establish and
maintain favourable conditions in the World Ocean by military means for the purposes of
sustainable development of the Russian Federation and implementation of the basic priorities of

its national security.

7. Naval operations form an integral part (type) of military activities of the State carried
out in the World Ocean with a view to preventing aggression against the Russian Federation and

fulfilling its national interests, and are ranked among top state priorities.

9. The Navy and federal security service bodies carry out naval operations.

[..]

12. As a military branch of the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation, the Navy serves
to protect the national interests of the Russian Federation and its allies in the World Ocean by
military means, to maintain military and political stability at global and regional levels, and to

deter aggression against the Russian Federation from the ocean and the sea.

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14. Federal security service bodies of the Russian Federation pursue the main objectives of
the border policy of the Russian Federation, guard and protect the state border of the Russian
Federation, economic and other legitimate interests of the Russian Federation within its border
area, the exclusive economic zone, and the continental shelf of the Russian Federation, exercise
state control over the preservation of marine biological resources in accordance with treaties of the

Russian Federation.

15. Federal security service bodies of the Russian Federation are engaged in performing
treaties of the Russian Federation in order to maintain national security in the area of border
protection, coordinate activities of the federal executive bodies that protect the internal waters,
territorial waters, the exclusive economic zone, and the continental shelf of the Russian Federation,

and their natural resources.

16. Forces and facilities of the federal security service bodies are strengthened in answer

to security threats of the Russian Federation in the area of border protection.

17. The Navy and the federal security service bodies cooperate with each other in order to
achieve the defined objectives.

I11. Goals, Objectives, and Priority Areas of the State Policy on Naval Operations

29. The primary objectives of the State Policy on naval operations include:
a) in the area of defence and national security:

to ensure that the Navy is constantly ready to deter and prevent military conflicts, to defend

the Russian Federation and its allies by military means in accordance with international law;

to enhance the effectiveness of defence and protection of the state border of the Russian
Federation at sea, including the underwater area, to secure sovereign rights and jurisdiction of the
Russian Federation in the exclusive economic zone and the continental shelf of the Russian

Federation;

to improve methods of and procedures for using forces (troops) of the Navy, forces and

facilities of the federal security service bodies, including jointly with other types (branches) of the
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Armed Forces of the Russian Federation, and with other troops, military formations and bodies of

inter-service and inter-departmental groups of forces (troops);

h) in the area of social warfare and the manning of the Navy and the federal security service
bodies:

[...]

improve the manning system of the Navy and the federal security service bodies, involving
military personnel serving on a contractual basis.
