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TRANSLATION 

Checklist of the artillery gunboat Nikopol’s readiness to go to sea from 
09:00 a.m. on 23.11.2018 to 06:00 p.m. on 25.11.2018 

 
1. Purpose of sailing: Redeployment to Berdyansk. 

2. Person in charge: Captain 2nd rank D.V. Gritsenko. 

3. Objective of sailing: before 01.11, to form gunboat task group No. 5 

(“GTG No. 5”) comprised of the small armoured artillery gunboat “Berdyansk”, 

the small armoured artillery gunboat “Nikopol”. The commanding officer of GTG 

No. 5 is captain 2nd rank D.V. Gritsenko, with the command post on the small 

armoured artillery gunboat “Berdyansk”. 

To prepare GTG No. 5 to be redeployed from Odessa to Berdyansk through 

the Kerch-Yenikale canal (the “KYC”). 

To leave the Port of Odessa upon a separate order. To sail covertly, beyond 

the coastal and sea areas of observation of the Black Sea Fleet of the Russian 

Federation and the Border Service of the Federal Security Service of the Russian 

Federation. 

To navigate through the KYC accompanied by a tugboat. The tugboat is the 

harbour tugboat “Yani Kapu”.  

In performing the task, the major focus should be on ensuring the secrecy 

of approach to the KYC and passage through it.  

Once arrived at the Port of Berdyansk, to be ready to perform stabilisation 

activities in the Azov area. 

4. Decisions of the commanding officer of the small armoured artillery 

gunboat “Nikopol” in performing the tasks: before 01.11, to form a part of GTG 

No. 5. At 8:30 a.m. on 23.11.18, to start preparing the gunboat for battle and 

sailing. At 9:00 a.m. on 23.11.18, to leave the Port of Odessa and to sail to the 

KYC. On approaching the KYC, to meet the tugboat “Yani Kapu” and pass 

through the KYC. 

To enter the Port of Berdyansk at a time specified in the separate order.  
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When at sea, to follow strictly rules on weapons, military equipment, and 

navigation safety. In performing the tasks, the main efforts should be directed at 

ensuring the secrecy of approach to the KYC and passage through it.
