Working Minutes
of the Session of the Sub-Commission on Border Issues of the Mixed
Russian-Ukrainian Commission on Cooperation

August 14, 1996, Moscow

1. Having discussed the implementation of the existing treaties and
agreements on cooperation in border and customs issues between Russia and
Ukraine, the sides reiterated their commitment to recognize the existing state
border and the right of their citizens to move freely across it in accordance with
the bilateral and multilateral agreements, as well as with the legislation of the
sides.

The sides stressed that the legal framework established over the past years
and practical experience of collaboration on border and customs issues made it
possible to combat terrorism, drug trafficking, other forms of cross-border crime,
to clamp down on smuggling and illegal migration flows. However, these efforts
need to be scaled up and improved.

The Ukrainian side notes that as the Russian-Ukrainian state border has not
been defined by means of a legally binding agreement it is impossible to combat

these ills efficiently.

The Ukrainian side underlined the need to strictly implement the Statement

of the Heads of State of the Republic of Belarus, the Russian Federation and
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Ukraine and the Memorandum on Cooperation in State Border Control of April
15, 1994.

The Russian side raised the issue of the need for a qualitative
improvement of cooperation between Russian and Ukrainian border guard and
customsservices, as well as requested Ukraine to join the multilateral
instruments of the Commonwealth of Independent States on state border control
Issues.

The sides advocate that the border crossing procedure be simplified as
much as possible. The Russian side expressed its willingness to abolish border
checks for Russian, Ukrainian and Belarusian citizens.

The sides outlined a number of measures to improve and simplify customs
procedures at the Russian-Ukrainian border and deemed it appropriate to draft a
protocol between the customs services of the two countries on developing
cooperation on the regional level.

The Russian side repeated its suggestion to sign an agreement between the
Russian Federation and Ukraine on coordination of activities related to the control
of the Russian Federation’s and Ukraine’s state borders with non-CIS member
States.

The Ukrainian side expressed its willingness to enhance cooperation on a
bilateral basis.

2. The sides considered the finalization of new intergovernmental
agreements on cross-border cooperation, particularly on visa-free travel for
citizens of the Russian Federation and Ukraine, and the handover and reception

of persons across the joint state border.



The sides agreed to prepare the texts of the abovementioned agreements for
signing at the next session of the Mixed Russian-Ukrainian Commission on
Cooperation in Kiev.

3. The sides discussed the establishment of the state border between Russia
and Ukraine by means of a legally binding agreement, particularly its
delimitation.

The sides agreed to establish a joint working group to prepare the materials
for the delimitation of the border between the Russian Federation and Ukraine
and to hold its first meeting in the city of Chernigov on September 5, 1996. The
results of its work will be reported at the next session of the Sub-Commission on
Border Issues.

4.  The sides agreed on the need to urgently address the issue of defining
the legal status of the Sea of Azov and the Kerch Strait, and believe that the Sea
of Azov and the Kerch Strait should have the status of internal waters of the
Russian Federation and Ukraine.

The Ukrainian side considers it necessary to delimitate their maritime
borders. The Russian side does not regard this measure as practical. The sides
will continue to examine the issue carefully at expert level.

5. The sides agreed to continue examining the issue of delimitation of
the continental shelf and exclusive economic zone in the Black Sea between
Russia and Ukraine.

6. The sides considered the proposals to the work plan for the
Sub-Commission which would be approved at its next session.

The next session of the Sub-Commission will be held in the city of Kiev in
October 1996.
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The agenda of the first session of the Sub-Commission on Border Issues of
the Mixed Russian-Ukrainian Commission on Cooperation and the list of its

participants are attached.
