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TRANSLATION

TREATY
BETWEEN THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION AND UKRAINE
ON COOPERATION IN THE USE OF THE SEA OF AZOV
AND THE KERCH STRAIT

The Russian Federation and Ukraine, hereinafter referred to as
"the Parties";

Guided by the relations of friendship and cooperation between
the peoples of Russia and Ukraine, fraternal bonds historically established
between them;

Guided by the provisions of the Treaty on Friendship, Cooperation
and Partnership between the Russian Federation and Ukraine of May 31,
1997 as well as by the Treaty between the Russian Federation and Ukraine on
Russian-Ukrainian State Border of January 28, 2003;

Noting the importance of the Sea of Azov and the Kerch Strait for
the economic development of Russia and Ukraine;

Convinced that all questions relating to the Sea of Azov and the
Kerch Strait shall be settled only by peaceful means jointly or with the
consent of Russia and Ukraine;

Consistent with the need to preserve the Azov-Kerch water areas as
an integral economic and natural complex used in the interests of Russia

and Ukraine;

Have agreed as follows:
Article 1

The Sea of Azov and the Kerch Strait shall be historical internal water
bodies of the Russian Federation and Ukraine.
The Sea of Azov shall be delimited by the State border in accordance

with the agreement between the Parties.
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Settlement of questions relating to the Kerch Strait area shall be effected
by agreement between the Parties.
Acrticle 2

1. Merchant vessels and warships as well as other government vessels
flying the flag of the Russian Federation and Ukraine used for non-commercial
purposes shall enjoy freedom of navigation in the Sea of Azov and the Kerch
Strait.

2. Merchant vessels flying the flags of third States may enter the Sea
of Azov and pass through the Kerch Strait if they are heading to a Russian or
Ukrainian port or returning from it.

3. Warships and other government vessels of the third States used for
non-commercial purposes can enter the Sea of Azov and pass through the Kerch
Strait if they are visiting or calling for business on a port of either Party upon its

invitation or permission agreed upon with the other Party.
Article 3

Russian-Ukrainian cooperation, including joint activities in the field of
navigation, particularly its regulation and navigational and hydrographic
support, fishery, protection of maritime environment, ecological security as well
as search and rescue in the Sea of Azov and the Kerch Strat shall be provided
both through the implementation of the existing agreements and the conclusion

of the new ones, where appropriate.



Article 4

Disputes between the Parties related to the interpretation and
implementation of this Treaty shall be settled through consultations and

negotiations, as well as other peaceful means as may be selected by the Parties.
Article 5

1. This Treaty shall be subject to ratification and shall enter into force
on the date of exchange of the Parties' instruments of ratification.

2. Amendments and additions to this Treaty shall take the form of
separate protocols that shall enter into force in accordance with the procedure
set forth in paragraph 1 of this Article.

Done at Kerch, December 24, 2003, in two copies, each in the Russian

and Ukrainian languages, both texts being equally authentic.
