Organization presents its compliments to the International Maritime Organization and 

with reference to the lMO Circular Letter NQ 3453 dated 8 May 2014 is honoured to 

inform on the following. 

Recognising the role of the international shipping in the global economy and with 

respect to the labour of seafarers, the Russian Federation in the current situation has 

taken up the actual compliance with the measures aimed at ensuring continuous 

international shipping in the Black Sea, in the sea areas off the coast of Crimea and in 

the sea ports of the Crimea peninsula, including navigation safety measures and 

protection of the marine environment against pollution. 

The Mission appeals to the International Maritime Organization and its Member­

States to take into account the data contained in the Notes of the Ukrainian Embassy in 

London Nos. 6124/35-327/2-534 and 6124/35-327/2-535 dated May 5 this year, as 

information data to the effect that Ukraine is not currently carrying out activities in the 

region as provided for in the relevant international instruments on international 

shipping.

Organization that the Russian Federation is conscientious in carrying out all 

obligations emitting from international treaties in maritime safety and safety of 

shipping adopted under the IMO auspices to which it is a party. As a flag and port 

state the Russian Federation is ensuring due compliance with the international legal 

obligations in international shipping all over its territory, as well as protection of the 

marine environment against pollution and respect of rights of seafarers as people of 

the unique profession. 

Under the international legal obligations, a complex system is operating in the 

Russian Federation to ensure maritime safety and marine environment pollution 

protection including, inter alia: vessel traffic services (VTS), port state control of 

ships, Global Maritime Distress and Safety System (GMDSS), ship reporting systems, 

vessel traffic control, pilotage, shore automatic identification systems, long-range 

identification and tracking systems (LRIT), navigational and hydrographic 

navigational support, etc. 

Information on the navigational and weather conditions in sea ports and 

approaches thereto is transmitted to seafarers by means of communication as provided 

for in the relevant international instruments. 

For all the matters concerning international shipping including safety of 

navigation, protection of the marine environment against pollution from ships, search 

and rescue, state registration of ships, certification of crew members of sea-going 

ships in the sea areas adjacent to the coast of Crimea and in the sea ports of the 

Crimea peninsula, please, use the relevant contact points at the addresses in the 

Russian Federation as shown in circular letters and databases of the International 

Maritime Organization.

IMO Member-States.
