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Chapter III 

INTERNAL SEA WATERS 

1. THE NOTION OF INTERNAL SEA WATERS

The internal sea waters constitute integral part of the territory of each State which 
has a sea coast. They include: a) sea port waters; b) the seas that are surrounded by 
land territory of a single State (such as the Aral Sea), as well as the seas, the whole 
coast of which and both coasts connecting to the other sea (or ocean) belong to a 
single State (such as the Sea of Azov, the White Sea); c) sea bays, firths, estuaries, 
gulfs, the coasts of which belong to a single State and the breadth of entrance of 
which does not exceed 24 nautical miles. 
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
