STATEMENT ON THE PROGRESS IN TREATY FORMALIZATION OF
THE UKRAINIAN-RUSSIAN STATE BORDER

Upon the formation of independent States on the territory of the former USSR there emerged a
necessity to formalize by a treaty the State Border between Ukraine and Russia.

On the basis of a Treaty on Friendship, Cooperation and Partnership between Ukraine and the
Russian Federation, and the Ukraine-Russia Declaration signed by the Presidents of Ukraine and Russia
in Kiev on 31 May 1997, the joint work of the Ukrainian and Russian State Border Delimitation
Commissions began. The Commissions proceeded from the premise that their goal was not to create a
dividing line between the peoples of the two States, but to determine the limits of sovereignty of each

State, thus creating necessary conditions for all-round cooperation.

The Parties note with satisfaction the conclusion of the process of determination by the
Ukrainian and Russian Commissions of the projected line of the State Border along its entire land
section, and express their confidence that the agreements reached will allow to complete preparation of
the final documents on delimitation for signing by the Presidents of Ukraine and Russia in the nearest

future.

The Parties express their willingness to formalize by a treaty the Ukraine-Russia State Border at
its full length. Delimitation of the State Border in the Sea of Azov, the Kerch Strait and the Black Sea,
along with setting forth the status of the Sea of Azov as internal waters of the two States, preparation and
signing of relevant agreements on cooperation in the said water areas, will allow to create proper
conditions for multi-faceted cooperation at inter-State and regional levels and effective cooperation of

business entities of Ukraine and the Russian Federation.

Fulfillment of this objective will be furthered by implementation of the Parties’ agreement to
elevate the leadership of the Delegations working on the determination of the legal status of the Sea of
Azov and the Kerch Strait, as well as the delimitation of maritime spaces in the Black Sea, to the level of
deputy State Secretary of the Foreign Ministry of Ukraine at the Ukrainian Side, and deputy Minister of
Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation — at the Russian Side.

The Parties are convinced that the completion of treaty formalization of the Ukraine-Russia State
Border will contribute to bringing closer the peoples of the two States, enhancing bilateral relations in

economic, legal, cultural and humanitarian areas, stepping up cross-border cooperation.
