RUSSIAN FEDERATION

FEDERAL LAW

On the Continental Shelf of the Russian Federation
Adopted by the State Duma on December 25, 1995

(As amended by Federal Laws No. 32-FZ of February 10,
1999; No. 126-FZ of August 8, 2001; No. 50-FZ of April
22, 2003; No. 86-FZ of June 30, 2003; No. 148-FZ of

This Federal Law defines the status of the continental shelf of
the Russian Federation, the sovereign rights and jurisdiction of the
Russian Federation on its continental shelf and their exercise,
pursuant to the Constitution of the Russian Federation, universally
accepted principles and norms of international law and international
treaties of the Russian Federation. Any issues pertaining to the
continental shelf of the Russian Federation and operations thereon,
which are not addressed in this Federal Law, shall be regulated by
other federal laws applicable to the continental shelf of the
Russian Federation.

CHAPTER 1. GENERAL PROVISIONS
[page 3]

Article 5. Rights of the Russian Federation to the Continental
Shelf

The Russian Federation shall exercise the following on the
continental shelf:

1) sovereign rights for the purposes of exploration of the
continental shelf and the development of its mineral resources and
water bioresources. These rights shall be exclusive in the sense that
if the Russian Federation does not conduct exploration of the
continental shelf or does not develop its mineral resources or water
bioresources, no one else may do so without the consent of the
Russian Federation; (As amended by Federal Law No. 188-FzZ of
11/04/2006)

2) the exclusive right to authorize and regulate drilling work
on the continental shelf for any purposes;

3) the exclusive right to build, as well as authorize and
regulate the creation, operation, and use of, artificial islands,
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installations, and structures. The Russian Federation shall exercise
jurisdiction over such artificial islands, installations, and
structures, including jurisdiction in relation to customs, Tfiscal,
sanitary, and immigration laws and regulations, as well as laws and
regulations pertaining to security;

4) jurisdiction in relation to:

marine scientific research;

the protection and preservation of the marine environment in
connection with the development of the continental shelf, the
development of its mineral resources and water bioresources, and the
burial of waste and other materials; (Amended by Federal Law No. 364-
FZ of 12/27/2009)

the laying and operation of underwater cables and pipelines of
the Russian Federation.

The Russian Federation shall exercise sovereign rights and
jurisdiction on the continental shelf in light of its economic,
trade, scientific, and other interests, in accordance with the
procedures defined by this federal law and provisions of
international law.

The rights of the Russian Federation to the continental shelf
shall not affect the legal status of the waters that cover it or the
alr space over said waters.

The Russian Federation, In exercising its sovereign rights and
jurisdiction on the continental shelf, shall not impede other
nations” shipping or other rights and freedoms recognized in
accordance with universally accepted principles and provisions of
international law.

Activity on the continental shelf shall be conducted with due
regard for shipping, Ffishing, marine scientific research, and other
lawful types of activity, as well as the protection and preservation
of the marine environment, mineral resources, and water bioresources.
