Re: Implementing measures 

According to available information, the coast guard of the Russian FSB’s Border Service 
has recently been stepping up its activity in the waters of the Black Sea and the Sea of Azov. 

In order to prevent potential violations of Ukrainian border laws by Ukrainian commercial 
fishing vessels and other watercraft in the course of their activity in the waters of the Black Sea 
and Sea of Azov, the head of the regional directorate 

HEREBY ORDERS: 

1. To instruct the heads of border detachments to take this information into account in their
operational activity. 

2. To step up military surveillance and monitoring of the situation at sea and in the air, to
revise the calculations of on-duty forces and reserves, and to test their readiness for prompt 
response to any deterioration in the situation. 

3. By 06/06/2017, to report the information concerning increased activity on the part the
coast guard of the Russian FSB’s Border Service to base facility administrations, captains 
(navigators) and owners of small watercraft that fish in the waters of the Black Sea and Sea of 
Azov and conduct a set of preventive measures with them. 

4. To monitor commercial fishing vessels, conduct thorough inspections of such vessels
upon their arrival at port, and question crew members about the situation at sea and in the air in 
the waters of the Black Sea and Sea of Azov. 

5. To instruct the Coast Guard’s operationally subordinate cutter contingent to raise its
readiness for the deployment of cutters serving in a border patrol capacity at temporary bases and 
to set the level of readiness for deployment to level 2. 

6. To utilize the small border cutters of border service units in light of operational
information concerning potential unlawful activity, as well as actual and forecast weather 
conditions.  

7. To ensure constant visual and technical surveillance of the situation at sea and in the air
with PTS [ambiguous abbreviation] and the deployment of additional border patrol units and 
district border service inspectors for the purpose of monitoring the coastline and covering areas of 
visual and radar shadow using MTK, MSV and other TZOK [ambiguous abbreviations]. 
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8. To assign additional tasks to the border service’s district inspectors with respect to
tracking the situation in their sectors of responsibility and the situation at sea, as well as monitoring 
and preventing unauthorized approaches and landing of personnel and cargo. 

9. To provide personnel with additional training on the procedures for using weaponry in
the course of performing their duty to protect (defend) the state border and administrative 
boundaries of the temporarily occupied territory of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea. 

10. To instruct the heads of border detachments to inform cooperating agencies and
subdivisions, neighboring border detachments, and Coast Guard detachments as part of ongoing 
cooperation. 

11. To designate the first deputy heads of the border detachments / chiefs of staff as the
persons responsible for implementing this order.
