The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine presents its compliments to the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation and, in connection with Russian Federation’s violation
of the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea of 1982 (hereinafter “Convention’) and
other provisions of international law, hereby states the following.

A coastal state as defined by the Convention extends its sovereignty to its internal waters
and territorial sea, has sovereign rights and jurisdiction in its exclusive economic zone, and
exercises sovereign rights over its continental shelf for the purposes of its exploration and the
development of its natural resources. Ukraine, as a coastal state, extends its sovereignty and has
sovereign rights and jurisdiction accordingly in its internal waters, territorial sea, exclusive
economic zone, and continental shelf in the waters of the Black Sea and Sea of Azov adjacent to
the Crimean peninsula. No other state may extend its sovereignty or exercise sovereign rights and
jurisdiction in the internal waters, territorial sea, exclusive economic zone, or on the continental
shelf of Ukraine in these waters of the Black Sea and the Sea of Azov without the consent of
Ukraine.

The Ukrainian Side, within the framework of exercising its sovereignty under national law
and provisions of international law, decided to close its sea ports in the Autonomous Republic of
Crimea in the cities of Yevpatoria, Feodosia, Yalta, Kerch, and Sevastopol on February 15, 2014.

Despite Ukraine’s sovereign right to decide whether to close its ports and its sovereignty
in the internal waters and territorial waters adjacent to the Crimean peninsula, merchant and naval
vessels under the flag of the Russian Federation are systematically entering closed Ukrainian ports
and sailing on the internal and territorial waters of Ukraine in the Black Sea and the Sea of Azov.
In light of the Russian Federation’s illegal military occupation of the Autonomous Republic of
Crimea and the city of Sevastopol, the navigation of merchant and naval vessels under the flag of
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the Russian Federation in the internal and territorial waters of Ukraine without the consent of the
coastal state cannot be construed as exercising the right to innocent passage. The systematic
violation by the Russian Federation of the established legal regime of Ukrainian ports and its
territorial waters and territorial sea constitutes a violation of the sovereignty of Ukraine and the
provisions of the Convention.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine hereby lodges a protest in connection with the
violation of Ukraine’s sovereign rights under the Convention through the Russian Federation’s
assumption of responsibility for navigational and hydrographic support for shipping in the internal
sea waters, territorial sea, and exclusive (maritime) economic zone of Ukraine in the waters of the
Black Sea and the Sea of Azov, as well as the introduction by the Russian Federation of
amendments to the relevant navigational charts by means of the publication of the relevant
information in the Notices to Mariners by the Navigation and Oceanography Department of the
Ministry of Defense of the Russian Federation.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine hereby lodges a protests in connection with the
Russian Federation’s violation of the sovereign rights of Ukraine under the Convention,
particularly in connection with the Russian Federation’s unlawful actions aimed at effectively
assuming responsibility for commercial fishery and fishing in the territorial and internal sea waters,
exclusive (maritime) economic zone, and on the continental shelf of Ukraine in the waters of the
Black Sea and Sea of Azov, by means of the issuance of corresponding regulatory acts by the state
authorities of the Russian Federation, particularly Order No. 273 of the Ministry of Agriculture of
the Russian Federation dated July 14, 2014 “On Amendments to Fishing Regulations in the Azov-
Black Sea Fishery Basin, Approved by Order No. 293 of the Ministry of Agriculture of the Russian
Federation dated August 1, 2014”.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine hereby lodges a protest in connection with the
Russian Federation’s unlawful actions associated with the unlawful exploration and development
of natural resources of the Odeske and Bezimenne gas fields, which are located in the waters of
the northwest shelf of Ukraine in the Black Sea, as well as the unlawful seizure and use of the
Ukrainian mobile offshore drilling units Petro Hodovanets (B-312) and Ukrayina (B-319), which
are currently being used by the Russian Federation for the purpose drilling new wells at the
aforementioned gas fields. These actions by the Russian Side, given the absence of consent by the
Ukrainian Side, constitute a flagrant violation of the exclusive sovereign rights of Ukraine with
respect to
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carrying out the exploration of the continental shelf and developing its natural resources.

In light of the foregoing circumstances, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine declares
that the Ukrainian Side considers the aforementioned actions by the Russian Side to be
internationally wrongful acts aimed at systematically violating the sovereignty, sovereign rights,
and jurisdiction of Ukraine over its internal waters, territorial sea, exclusive (maritime) economic
zone, and continental shelf in the Black Sea and Sea of Azov.

Therefore, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine holds the Russian Side accountable
under international law and demands that the Russian Federation immediately take all practically
feasible steps to stop its internationally wrongful acts and provide the appropriate assurances and
guarantees that they will not be repeated in the future.

At the same time, the Ukrainian Side retains the right to demand compensation from the
Russian Side for the damage caused by the latter’s actions, which contain all the elements of an
international delinquency under the Convention.

In light of the foregoing, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine, pursuant to Article
283 of the Convention, proposes to the Russian Side the immediate commencement of an exchange
of opinions on resolving the dispute surrounding the interpretation and application of the
Convention by means of holding talks or other peaceful methods.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine wishes to avail itself of this opportunity to
renew its assurances of esteem for the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation.
