The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine presents its compliments to the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation and, in response to Note No. 8047-2/dsng of the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation dated June 16, 2015, has the honor of stating the
following.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine hereby expresses its deep concern over the fact
that, despite its diplomatic note No. 72/22-620-518 dated March 10, 2015, the Russian Side
continues to violate the sovereignty and sovereign rights of Ukraine in the waters of the Black Sea
and the Sea of Azov adjacent to the Crimean peninsula in breach of the United Nations Convention
on the Law of the Sea of 1982 (hereinafter “Convention”). Thus, said violations by the Russian
Federation are not accidental or technical, but deliberate and systematic.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine hereby expresses its profound disappointment
that the Russian Side has ignored the main substantive issues raised by the Ukrainian Side. The
Ukrainian Side, in its note, held the Russian Federation accountable under international law for
the latter’s violation of the sovereignty and sovereign rights of Ukraine. The Ukrainian Side once
again protests these violations with respect to, inter alia, unlawful acts of the Russian Federation
aimed at regulating aspects of fishing in the internal waters, territorial sea, and exclusive
(maritime) economic zone of Ukraine, as well as the Russian Federation’s unlawful exploration
and extraction of natural resources from the Odeske and Bezimenne gas fields on the continental
shelf of Ukraine.

Not only has the Russian Side failed to cease its violations of the Convention, it has
committed further unlawful acts, which, among other things, consist in the following:

e in March 2015, the Russian Side announced that it had completed the drilling of two new
wells at the Odeske gas field, which is located on the continental shelf of Ukraine in the Black Sea,
and declared that it planned to drill several additional wells at said field by the end of this year;

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e entities controlled by the Russian Side plan to drill new wells at the Bezimenne,
Arkhangelske, Shtormove, an Holitsynske gas fields on Ukraine’s continental shelf in the Black
Sea. In addition, entities controlled by the Russian Side reportedly plan to drill new oil wells in
the area of the Subotina and Abikha fields on Ukraine’s continental shelf in the Black Sea;

e on August 31, 2015, the Government of the Russian Federation issued Order No. 916
“On the Procedures for Refusing to Grant the Right to Use Subsoil Areas in the Black Sea and the
Sea of Azov, within the Boundaries of Which the Russian Federation Exercises Sovereignty,
Sovereign Rights, or Jurisdiction in Connection with the Accession of the Republic of Crimea to
the Russian Federation and the Formation of New Constituent Parts of the Russian Federation —
the Republic of Crimea and the City of Sevastopol — and Usage Rights to Which Were Granted on
the Basis of Special Permits (Licenses) Issued by the State or Other Official Authorities of Ukraine
Prior to the Effective Date of the Federal Constitutional Law ‘On the Accession of the Republic
of Crimea to the Russian Federation and the Formation of New Constituent Parts of the Russian
Federation — the Republic of Crimea and the Federal City of Sevastopol’”. This order unlawfully
establishes procedures for revoking licenses duly issued by the Ukrainian authorities for activity
in sea areas to which the sovereignty and sovereign rights of Ukraine extend in accordance with
the Convention,;

e the Russian Side is engaging in unlawful activity in the waters of the Black Sea and Sea
of Azov adjacent to the Crimean peninsula, resulting in substantial damage to the marine
ecosystem in the territorial sea and/or exclusive economic zone of Ukraine;

¢ the Russian Side has barred transit through the Kerch Strait and fishing in the Sea of
Azov to Ukrainian fishing vessels;

o the Russian Side has usurped Ukraine’s right to provide navigational and hydrographic
support for shipping in the Kerch Strait;

e the Russian Side has announced the start of excavation of fragments of vessels that
constitute underwater archaeological objects in the territorial sea or exclusive economic zone of
Ukraine in the Black Sea off the city of Sevastopol.

The Russian Side has expressed its readiness for bilateral contacts regarding the
implementation of provisions of the Convention. The Ukrainian Side takes this proposal as
reflecting a desire on the part of the Russian Side to find a proper means of resolving the existing
conflict between Ukraine and the Russian Federation. Given the seriousness of the situation and
the ongoing violations by the Russian Side, establishing bilateral contacts may not be sufficient
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for the timely and proper resolution of the dispute. Therefore, the Ukrainian Side reserves the right
of recourse to the mandatory procedures provided for by the Convention as the proper means of
resolving the dispute between the Parties.

Without prejudice to the Ukrainian Side’s right of recourse to said procedures, the
Ukrainian Side is nevertheless prepared to establish bilateral contacts for the purpose of discussing
the resolution of the dispute under the Convention, if the Russian Side is prepared to establish such
contacts at once. Therefore, the Ukrainian Side proposes to hold bilateral talks in the city of Baku,
Azerbaijan, during the week beginning on October 26 of this year.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine wishes to avail itself of this opportunity to
renew its assurances of consideration for the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation.
