LAW OF UKRAINE
On the Protection of Archeological Heritage
(Gazette of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine (VRU), 2004, No. 26, Art. 361)

Article 6. Powers of the Specially Designated National Executive Authority for the
Protection of Cultural Heritage

The specially designated national executive authority for the protection of cultural heritage
shall be responsible for the preservation and use of archeological monuments and objects within
the territory of Ukraine.

The powers of the specially designated national executive authority for the protection of
cultural heritage shall include:

developing regulatory acts to govern the recording, registration, and use of archeological
heritage objects;

overseeing the state recording of archeological heritage;

developing and setting up archeological monument protection zones;

supervising construction work in archeological monument protection zones;

approving land allocations, land use plans, and road, reclamation, and agricultural work;

granting permits to perform any work associated with activity involving the protection and
study of archeological heritage;

suspending or prohibiting any activity by legal entities or individuals that threatens the
integrity of archeological monuments;

sending recommendations to impose penalties for activity that threatens the integrity of
archeological heritage and suspending the financial activity of legal entities and individuals that
violate the law on archeological heritage;

developing the methodological framework and documentation for the protection and use
of archeological heritage;

organizing and conducting expert reviews of the protection and use of archeological
heritage;

organizing activity associated with the sale, purchase, import and export of archeological
objects to and from Ukraine and monitoring such activity.

Article 10.  The Right to Conduct Scientific Research of Archeological Heritage

The right to conduct scientific research of archeological heritage shall be granted
exclusively to archeologists who have practical experience in conducting archeological work (digs,
exploration) and comply with the requirements of the Ukrainian law on the protection of cultural
heritage.
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Archeological exploration, digs and other excavation work on the territory of a monument
or protected archeological area, in protection zones, and at the historical sites of inhabited places,
as well as studies of the underground or underwater remnants of human activity, shall be conducted
on the basis of a permit issued by the national executive authority responsible for the protection of
cultural heritage.

Permits for archeological exploration and digs shall be granted on the condition that the
archeologist adheres to the requirements for the protection of archeological heritage and has an
open letter / qualification document issued by the Institute of Archeology of the National Academy
of Sciences of Ukraine.

The use of metal detectors or other devices for detecting archeological heritage objects or
movable objects connected with the cultural sphere by any person who is not in possession of an
open letter and archeological research permit shall be prohibited.

Article 15. Rights and Obligations of an Architectural Heritage Researcher

An archeological heritage researcher (archeologist) is a scholar who has the relevant rights
established by this Law and the Law of Ukraine “On the Protection of Cultural Heritage” (1805-
14) and “On Scientific and Technical Research Activity” (1977-12).

An archeological heritage researcher:

shall have a priority right to resume scientific research of an archeological heritage object
that he was previously researching, except in cases where protected research has been scheduled
at that archeological heritage site pursuant to the Law of Ukraine "On the Protection of Cultural
Heritage” (1805-14);

shall have priority access to archeological objects discovered by him in the course of his
archeological research and handed over to state institutions and establishments;

shall perform archeological research in accordance with this Law and adhere to the
requirements of other laws of Ukraine, including the instructions (methodologies, rules) specially
approved by the designated national executive authority responsible for the protection of cultural
heritage;

must ensure the safekeeping of discovered cultural heritage objects and the handover of
movable objects, after they have been studied, to the institution specified in the open letter and the
permit, ensure the conservation of cultural heritage objects and the reclamation of land upon the
completion of work, and if necessary, assist on a contractual basis in the preparation of such objects
for display and in the preparation of materials for the state registration of these objects as
monuments;

must properly document his research (with descriptive documents, drawings, photographs,
and video recordings) and adhere to the principles of scientific research of archeological heritage
defined by this Law.

Article 18. Finds Made as a Result of Archeological Research

Finds made as a result of archeological research (immovable and movable objects that were
connected with the archeological heritage object and were discovered and documented in the
course of the archeological research) shall be the property of the state. They shall be recorded and
classified in accordance with the methodology approved by the specially designated national
executive authority responsible for the protection of cultural heritage. The legal treatment of
treasure shall be defined by the laws of Ukraine.

From the moment they are discovered and until they are handed over for safekeeping in
accordance with the laws of Ukraine, finds shall be protected by the state on an equal basis with
objects of the museum fund of Ukraine.

Finds shall be handed over for safekeeping to the Institute of Archeology of the National
Academy of Sciences of Ukraine and to state-owned or communally owned museums and/or
educational institutions, research institutions, and cultural institutions that can ensure the proper
conditions for their storage, study, display, etc. The institutions and organizations to which finds
are to be handed over shall be provisionally indicated in the open letter and relevant permit. The
order of priority in forming complete national, regional or (in archeological conservation areas)
local collections must also be defined.

In cases where the researched elements of archeological heritage remain in situ, the
archeologist, together with the relevant authority for the protection of cultural heritage, shall take
steps to ensure their conservation or museumification. Such measures shall be funded in
accordance with the Law of Ukraine "On the Protection of Cultural Heritage” (1805-14).

Article 22. Liability for Violating the Laws of Ukraine on the Protection of Archeological
Heritage

Legal entities and individuals whose actions or failure to act cause damage to archeological
heritage shall be held liable under the laws of Ukraine.

Section VIII
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS
1. This Law shall enter into effect from the date of its publication.

2. Within six months from the effective date of this Law, the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine shall:

submit proposals to the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine on bringing the laws of Ukraine into
line with the Law of Ukraine "On the Protection of Archeological Heritage”;

develop and bring its own regulatory acts into line with the Law;

within the scope of its authority, ensure the passage of the regulatory acts provided for by
this Law;
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arrange for the ministries and other national executive authorities of Ukraine to review and
repeal their own regulatory acts that conflict with this Law.

3. Amend the following legislative acts of Ukraine:

1) reword Article 118(9) of the Land Code of Ukraine (2768-14) (Gazette of the Verkhovna
Rada of Ukraine, 2002, No. 3—4, Art. 27) as follows:

“9. The land allocation plan shall be approved by the land resource authority, the
environmental protection, sanitary and epidemiological authorities, and the architectural and
cultural protection authorities and shall be submitted for review to the relevant local state
administration or local government body”;

2) reword Article 298 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine (2341-14) (Gazette of the
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, 2001, No. 25-26, Art. 131) as follows:

“Article 298. Destruction or Damage of Monuments Constituting Cultural Heritage
Objects and Unauthorized Exploration at Archeological Sites

1. The deliberate, unlawful destruction or damage of monuments constituting cultural
heritage objects shall be punishable by a fine of up to 100 times the tax-exempt minimum income
of citizens or by up to three years in prison.

2. The same acts committed in relation to monuments of national importance —
shall be punishable by up to five years in prison.

3. The acts provided for by parts one or two of this article, committed for the purpose of
searching for movable objects originating from archeological heritage objects —

shall be punishable by two to five years in prison.

4. The acts provided for by parts one or two of this article, committed by an official using
his official position —

shall be punishable by three to eight years in prison.”
