On Amendments to the constituent documents of the Crimean
Republican Enterprise “Chernomorneftegaz” to bring them
into compliance with the laws of the Russian Federation

In order to implement the provisions of the Federal Constitutional Law No. 15-FKZ
of 4 November 2014 “On Amendments to the Article 12.1 of the Federal Constitutional
Law “On the Admission of the Republic of Crimea into the Russian Federation, and the
Formation of New Constituent Entities within the Russian Federation - the Republic of
Crimea and the Federal City of Sevastopol” concerning the compliance of constituent
documents of the legal entities whose property is owned by a public-law entity or in which
a public-law entity has an interest and which, according to its constituent documents, had
the location of the permanent executive body or, in the absence of such a permanent
executive body, of another body or individual authorized to act on behalf of a legal entity
without a power of attorney, in the territory of the Republic of Crimea or the federal city
of Sevastopol on the date of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation
and the formation of new constituent entities within the Russian Federation - the Republic
of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol; Federal Law No. 124-FZ of May 5, 2014 “On
Amendments to the Federal Law ‘On Implementation of Part One of the Civil Code of the
Russian Federation’ and Article 1202 of Part Three of the Civil Code of the Russian
Federation”

I HEREBY ORDER:

1. To bring the constituent documents of the Crimean Republican Enterprise
“Chernomorneftegaz” into compliance with the laws of the Russian Federation:

1.1. To modify the name “Crimean Republican Enterprise “Chernomorneftegaz”
to read as follows: “State Unitary Enterprise of the Republic of Crimea
“Chernomorneftegaz” (hereinafter, SUE “Chernomorneftegaz”).
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1.2. To establish the size of the authorized capital of SUE “Chernomorneftegaz”
in the amount equal to the balance sheet value of the property transferred to the Crimean
Republican Enterprise “Chernomorneftegaz” for business purposes. According to the
accounting records of the Crimean Republican Enterprise “Chernomorneftegaz”, the value
of this property equals 47,742,305,308.03 rubles as of November 28, 2014.

1.3. To establish the legal address of the State Unitary Enterprise of the Republic
of Crimea “Chernomorneftegaz” at: 52 Kirova Avenue, Simferopol, 295000, Republic of
Crimea, Russian Federation.

1.4. To approve the new version of the Charter of the State Unitary Enterprise of
the Republic of Crimea “Chernomorneftegaz” (attached).

2. By 1 December 2014, to ensure that the information about the State Unitary
Enterprise of the Republic of Crimea “Chernomorneftegaz” is entered into the Unified
State Register of Legal Entities as required by law.

3. To confirm the authority of Sergei Gennadievich Beim as the General
Manager of the State Unitary Enterprise of the Republic of Crimea “Chernomorneftegaz”.

4. To amend the employment contract with Sergei Gennadievich Beim, the
current General Manager of the State Unitary Enterprise of the Republic of Crimea
“Chernomorneftegaz”.

5. To bring the internal documentation of the State Unitary Enterprise of the
Republic of Crimea “Chernomorneftegaz” into compliance with the provisions of the
Charter.

6. The State Unitary Enterprise of the Republic of Crimea
“Chernomorneftegaz” shall:

6.1.  Within two (2) months after entry of information into the Unified State
Register of Legal Entities, take inventory of the property accounted for on the books of the
Crimean Republican Enterprise “Chernomorneftegaz” on the basis of the right of
operational management and ensure that the State Unitary Enterprise of the Republic of
Crimea “Chernomorneftegaz” records it on its books on the basis of the right of operational
management.

6.2. Use in its business activity the documentation adopted by the Crimean
Republican Enterprise “Chernomorneftegaz”, insofar as it does not contradict the laws of
the Russian Federation.

7. I shall personally supervise the implementation of this order.

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TRANSLATION

1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.1. State Unitary Enterprise of the Republic of Crimea “Chernomorneftegaz” shall
be the property of the Republic of Crimea based on the right of operational management,
hereinafter referred to as the “Enterprise”.

1.2. The Enterprise shall have all rights and obligations held by the Crimean Republican
Enterprise “Chernomorneftegaz” established on the basis of the Order of the Council of Ministers
of the Republic of Crimea No. 165-r dated 17 March 2014.

The laws and regulations as amended and supplemented that have been adopted with regard
to the Crimean Republican Enterprise “Chernomorneftegaz” shall remain in full force and effect
with regard to the Enterprise.

The Enterprise shall carry out business activity in accordance with and on the basis of the
authorisation documents issued to the Public Joint-Stock Company “State Joint-Stock Company
“Chernomorneftegaz”, in accordance with the legislative acts applied within the territory of the
Republic of Crimea as of 25 February 2014, until authorisation documents are received in
accordance with the laws and regulations of the Republic of Crimea.

1.3. The Enterprise’s founder is the Republic of Crimea. The powers of the property owner
shall be exercised by the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Crimea represented by the
Ministry of Fuel and Energy of the Republic of Crimea, in accordance with the laws and
regulations of the Republic of Crimea.

The Enterprise shall be subordinated to the Ministry of Fuel and Energy of the Republic of
Crimea (hereinafter — the “Ministry”).

2. NAME AND ADDRESS OF THE ENTERPRISE

2.1. The full name of the Enterprise is:

2.2. The abbreviated name of the Enterprise is:

2.3. The Enterprise’s business address is:

3. LEGAL STATUS OF THE ENTERPRISE

3.1. The Enterprise is a business entity that carries out its business activity on its own in
accordance with the applicable laws.

The Enterprise shall be liable for the results of its financial and business activity and
fulfilment of its obligations to the property owner, i.e. the Republic of Crimea, to suppliers,
consumers, the budget, banks and other legal entities and individuals, in accordance with the laws
of the Russian Federation.

3.2. The Enterprise is a legal entity, has its own balance sheet, settlement and other bank
accounts, a round seal with its full legal name in Russian and location of the Enterprise. The
Enterprise’s seal may also contain its official name in languages of the peoples of the Russian
Federation and (or) in a foreign language.

The Enterprise shall be deemed created and shall acquire the rights of the legal entity upon
the date of its state registration.
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3.3. The Enterprise shall have full legal capacity, shall be entitled to enter into agreements
(contracts, deeds) on its own behalf, in particular, on sale and purchase, lease, provision of
services, contracting services, insurance of property, carriage, storage etc., grant powers of
attorney, establish committees, acquire property and personal non-property rights, act as a claimant
and respondent in courts of any jurisdiction in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation.

3.4. The Enterprise shall carry out its activity in accordance with laws and regulations of
the Republic of Crimea and this Charter.

3.5. The Enterprise may include internal production units within the single organisational
structure of the Enterprise that are neither branches nor representative offices.

Structural production units shall operate on the basis of regulations approved by the head
of the Enterprise (hereinafter the “Director General™).

3.6. The Enterprise shall be liable for its obligations with all of its property. The Enterprise
shall not be liable for obligations of the Russian Federation and the Republic of Crimea, and the
Russian Federation and the Republic of Crimea shall not be liable for the Enterprise’s obligations
unless otherwise provided for by the laws of the Russian Federation.

3.7. The Enterprise shall acquire property and personal non-property rights and assume
obligations on its own behalf, act as a claimant and respondent in court and arbitral court in
accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation.

The Enterprise may not establish another unitary enterprise as a legal entity by transferring
to it a part of its property (subsidiary enterprise).

3.8. The Enterprise shall be entitled to have stamps and letterheads with its official name,
its own emblem, as well as a trademark registered in accordance with the established procedure
and other means of individualization.

4. OBJECTIVES AND SCOPE OF THE ENTERPRISE’S ACTIVITY

4.1. Objectives of the Enterprise’s activity:

The objectives and scope of the Enterprise’s activity shall be the activity carried out in
order to address social and economic tasks, the need to develop and manufacture specific types of
products within the field of interest of the Republic of Crimea and the Russian Federation that
provide for security thereof, including to provide the population and business entities of the
Republic of Crimea with oil, natural gas, gas condensate and their products, to create conditions
for organisation of hydrocarbon production and transportation within and outside the territory of
the Republic of Crimea, to increase the revenue of the budget of the Republic of Crimea with the
use of tax and other proceeds.

4.2. Scope of the Enterprise’s activity:

e Inthe area of production and transportation of natural gas, oil, gas condensate and their
products:
Production of natural gas and gas condensate;
Liquefaction and regasification of natural gas for transportation;
Production of crude oil and oil (associated) gas;
Separation and extraction of factions from oil (associated) gas;
Provision of drilling services related to production of oil, gas and gas condensate;
Transportation of gas and its products through pipelines;
Transportation of oil and oil products through pipelines;
Transportation of gas products through pipelines;
Transportation of natural and oil gas through pipelines;
Processing of natural gas, gas condensate and oil;
Production of oil products;
Sale (supply etc.) of oil, gas, gas condensate and their products;
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Operation of automobile gas filling stations, provision of services of filling motor
vehicles with pressurised and compressed (liquid) gas;

Measurements in the area of state metrological supervision in the course of physical
and chemical hydrocarbon analysis;

o In the area of storage of oil, natural gas and gas condensate:

Storage and warehousing of gas and gas products;

Storage and warehousing of oil and oil products;

Operation of underground gas storage stations (UGSS);

Injection of gas into the underground storage, gas storage, production from
underground storages and supply thereof to consumers;

Regulation of gas supply to consumers by using active gas resources from underground
storages;

Off-take of gas from the offshore gas pipeline by the UGSS compressor station in the
course of production thereof from offshore fields;

Additional treatment of offshore natural gas at Turbo-expanders of underground gas
storage stations (UGSS), compression and supply thereof to consumers;
Construction, upgrade and operation of gas transportation systems and underground
storages;

Stabilisation of gas condensate, storage and dispatch thereof to consumers;

Provision of other services related to oil and gas production;

o In the area of geological surveying and well drilling:

Geological exploration, geophysical and geochemical works in the area of subsoil
exploration;

Upstream of oil and gas fields, build-up of reserves to provide for the resource base of
current and prospective oil and gas production;

Seismic surveys and preparation of structures (facilities) for prospect drilling;
Upstream of mineral resources;

Mapping and geodesic works;

Drilling and equipping parametric, prospect and pioneer oil, gas and gas condensate
wells;

Drilling of development and confirmation oil, gas and gas condensate wells;

Drilling another-purpose wells (water, injection, piezometer, absorbing wells, liquid
waste disposal wells);

Major and minor repairs of wells of any type and purpose;

Works related to well drilling: testing well capacity, well surveying, plugging,
geophysical and abandonment operations and other works at wells;

Provisions of services to maintain oil and gas production on a contractual basis and/or
for remuneration;

o In the area of construction:

General construction works;

Construction activity (survey and design works for construction, erection of bearing
and enclosing structures, construction and assembly of utility and transportation
networks, including seismic areas and severe engineering and geological conditions);
Development of the construction site;

Well surface works at offshore and land oil and gas fields;

Construction of offshore platforms, installation of technological equipment on
platforms, installation of drill rigs on land, and production of metal structures;
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e Construction of underwater intra-field and main pipelines;
General construction works to lay main pipelines, communication and electric power
lines;

e Construction of offshore and land gas pipelines, construction of industrial, residential
and utility and household facilities;

e Real property transactions provided by the Charter and applicable laws;

Construction, installation, set-up of communication means, automation systems,

software and measuring instruments;

Intermediary services related to real property;

Construction, installation and setup of power supply systems at facilities;

Construction of water facilities;

Organisation and funding of construction of real property items;

Installation and maintenance of explosion prevention systems and devices;

Measurements in the area of dose metering for radiation control;

Testing (non-destructive testing), technical examination (primary and unscheduled one

in case of expiration of the operating limit), technical diagnosis (expert inspection),

recovery of certificates of equipment in the oil and gas sector;

e Set-up and commissioning, operational tests, process flow tests at operating
equipment running on fuel;

e Vibration-based diagnostics of equipment;

o Installation, maintenance and repairs of fire safety facilities of buildings and
structures;

e Operation of explosive and chemically hazardous manufacturing facilities of hazard
classes I, II and III;

e Repairs, reconstruction and upgrade of gas pipelines, offshore platforms, industrial,

transportation and technological equipment, sea vessels and floating drill rigs;

Construction of bases and foundations, special soil works;

Erection of bearing and enclosing structures of buildings and constructions;

Redevelopment of external utility systems and equipment;

Installation of utility equipment in buildings and constructions;

Sanitary and technical works;

Protection of constructions and equipment;

Finishing works;

Road and airport construction works;

Redevelopment works;

Installation of technological equipment;

Set-up and commissioning works;

Engineering construction works;

Earthworks;

Design of industrial and civil facilities;

Lease of construction machines and equipment with an operator;

Control of construction structures, industrial and transportation pipelines and welded

seams with non-destructive control methods using ionising radiation sources, as well

as assessment of technical condition of hazardous equipment, machines and

mechanisms;

e Functions of the general customer and contractor.

o In the land, sea and air transportation;
e Motor freight transport operations;
e Sea transport operations;
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Air transport operations, both with and without scheduled traffic;

Carriage of passengers by air transport;

Sea, transportation, emergency rescue, underwater technical, derrick works and
services;

Towage by sea transport;

Carriage of passengers by inland water transport, sea transport;

Carriage of hazardous cargoes by inland water transport, sea transport;

Cargo handling;

Loading and unloading works and laying-up of vessels, ship repair works and services;
Loading and unloading works with regard to hazardous cargoes by rail transport;
Ship construction and repairs;

Carriage of personnel on a non-profit basis by air transport in order to provide for
continuous manufacturing process at the enterprise;

Lease of air transport with crew;

Other auxiliary activity of land transport;

Other auxiliary activity of water transport;

o Other types and areas of activity:

Development of seismic survey (work) projects, well drilling projects, field
development projects, field infrastructure development projects, development of
manufacturing, economic and environmental programmes, expert evaluation of
projects and provision of advisory services;

Activity in the area of architecture; engineering and technical design; geological
surveying and geophysical works; geodesic and mapping activity; standardisation and
metrological activity; hydrometeorology and related activity; types of activity related
to addressing technical issues;

Organisation of manufacture of equipment, machines, mechanisms, devices and spares
parts;

Manufacturing of other special purpose machines and equipment;

Development and approval of standards, rules, regulations, instructions and other
regulatory documents related to the Enterprise’s activity, implementation of new
technologies, well blowout response and fire safety and occupational safety in
accordance with the established procedure;

Manufacturing and sale of commodities with the Enterprise’s marks and advertising
activity of the Enterprise;

Scientific research and development in the area of natural and technical sciences;
Underwater examination and diagnostics of industrial facilities;

Maintenance and operation of communication means, automation systems, software
and measuring instruments;

Maintenance and operation of power supply systems at facilities;

Electric communication activity, including provision of telecommunication services,
telephone communication, data communication and Internet;

Other activity in the area of electric communication;

Creation and support of automated enterprise management systems;

Measurements in the area of state metrological supervision (insulating resistance,
insulating strength, earth resistance, short-circuit current, resistance of electric circuit
between the earth lead and earthing elements);

Activity of travel agencies (travel operators);

Wholesale and retail trade in any types of commodities and raw materials;
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e Provision of utility services;
Activity of canteens at enterprises and institutions and supply of public catering
products;

e Provision of paid services to population and enterprises;

e Procurement of agricultural products and their derivative products from the population
for cash;

e Manufacture of industrial and technical, agricultural, food products and fast moving
consumer goods;

e Medical practice;

e Manufacture of medicinal products, wholesale and retail trade in medicinal products;

e Insurance activity;

e Educational activity, including adult education and other types of education not
included into other groups;

e Provision of cargo and passenger transportation services, including by air;

e Other auxiliary transportation activity;

e Generation, transportation and supply of electric power;

e Activity in the area of culture and sport;

e Other leisure and entertainment organisational activity;

¢ Organisation of specialised stores and warehouses for sale of different commodities;

e Storage and warehousing;

e Lease of household and personal items;

¢ Organisation and operation of public catering chains (including cafes, bars, restaurants

etc.);
e Provision of public catering services , including sale of alcohol drinks and tobacco
products, manufacture of food products;
e Retail trade in non-frozen products, including drinks and tobacco products, in non-
specialised stores;
Household services by individuals’ order;
Organisation of parking lots;
Physical education and rehabilitation and sports activity;
Organisation and holding of sports lessons for professionals and amateurs;
Pre-school education;
Services of health and recreational resorts, other treatment services for recovery of
human health and leisure;
e Wholesale trade and mediation in trade, retail trade in commodities, manufacturing
and processing thereof;
e Mediation in wholesale trade;
e Activity of health resorts;
e Organisation and provision of temporary accommodation: in health and recreational
resort, sea camps, summer houses, buildings and at sites within camping grounds and
other places for short-term accommodation;
Activity of sports facilities;
Disinfection, disinfestation and deratization works;
Lease of vehicles (including with a driver and maintenance personnel);
Lease of real property, machines and equipment (including with operators);
Manufacture and transfer of steam and hot water (thermal power);
Charity;
Provision of other services.
The Enterprise may carry out other types of activity consistent with the law only after
amendments are made to this Charter in accordance with the procedure established by the laws.
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4.3. The Enterprise shall acquire the right to carry out activity that requires a special
authorisation, i.e. licence, in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation and the Republic
of Crimea, upon issue thereof or within the term indicated therein, and such right shall cease upon
expiration thereof unless otherwise established by the laws of the Russian Federation and the
Republic of Crimea.

Individual works requiring special knowledge and work permit of a contractor and related
to a state secret shall be performed by persons trained in accordance with the established
procedure, provided that they have access to a state secret of the respective form.

4.4. The state secret shall be protected in accordance with the applicable laws on this issue.

Contents and scope of data constituting business or trade secret, as well as the procedure
for protection thereof, shall be established by the Director General of the Enterprise in accordance
with the applicable laws of the Russian Federation and the Republic of Crimea.

4.5. Prevention of man-caused emergencies should be deemed an element of the
manufacturing process.

4.6. Information on the Enterprise’s activity shall be a trade secret or confidential
information in the cases established by the Enterprise’s bylaws.

5. ENTERPRISE’S PROPERTY

5.1. The Enterprise’s property shall be the state property of by the Republic of Crimea, it
shall be inseparable and may not be distributed by contributions (shares, equity interests),
including among employees of the Enterprise, it shall be held by the Enterprise under the right of
operational management and accounted on its own balance sheet.

The Enterprise’s property may not include property of another ownership form.

5.2. The right to the property allocated to the Enterprise under the right of operational
management shall commence upon transfer of such property to the Enterprise by the Ministry.

Products and proceeds from use of the property held by the Enterprise under the right of
operational management as well as property acquired by it at the expense of profit gained shall be
the state property of the Republic of Crimea and shall be held by the Enterprise under the right of
operational management.

5.3. The Enterprise’s authorised capital shall be RUB 47,742,305,308.03 (forty-seven
billion seven hundred and forty-two million three hundred and five thousand three hundred and
eight Russian roubles and 03 kopecks).

The authorised capital shall be equal to the aggregated value of the property transferred
under the acts of transfer and acceptance from the Ministry to the CRC “Chernomorneftegaz”
during the period from 26 March 2014 to 10 November 2014.

The authorised capital shall be formed as prescribed by the laws.

The Enterprise’s authorised capital may be formed by means of cash as well as securities,
other items, property and other rights having monetary value.

The authorised capital shall be deemed formed after respective funds are credited to the
bank account opened for this purposes, and/or the property allocated to the Enterprise under the
right of operational management is transferred to the Enterprise by the Ministry in full on the basis
of an act of transfer and acceptance.

5.4. The procedure for changing the amount of the Enterprise’s authorised capital, as well
as grounds in case of which the size of the Enterprise’s authorised capital has to be changed, shall
be regulated by the laws.

5.5. Sources of the Enterprise’s property shall be:

- Property transferred to the Enterprise by the Ministry under the right of operational
management;

- Enterprise’s proceeds from its activity;

- Borrowed funds, including loans granted by banks and other lending institutions;

- Depreciation allowances;
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- Capital contributions;

- Targeted budget funding, budget subsidies;

- Dividends (income) from business entities and companies if the Enterprise participates in
their authorised capitals;

- Voluntary contributions (donations) by enterprises, organisations and citizens;

- Other sources consistent with the laws of the Russian Federation and the Republic of

Crimea.

5.6. The Enterprise shall own, use and dispose of property under the terms and conditions
established by this Charter, subject to restrictions provided in accordance with the procedure
established by the Property Owner, by taking any actions consistent with the laws with regard
thereto, and only within the limits that do not deprive it of the ability to carry out activity with the
objectives, scope and types established herein.

5.7. The Enterprise may not transfer its property free of charge to other legal entities or
individuals unless otherwise provided by the laws.

5.8. The Enterprise may pledge and otherwise encumber property pertaining to fixed assets
in accordance with the procedure established by the Property Owner.

5.9. The Enterprise may otherwise dispose of the property pertaining to fixed assets within
the powers and in the manner prescribed by the applicable laws and this Charter.

5.11. Fixed assets may be written off the balance in accordance with the procedure
established by the laws.

5.12. The Enterprise may lease out real property and other individual property to
enterprises, organisations, institutions and citizens as prescribed by the applicable laws, in
accordance with the procedure established by the Property Owner.

5.13. The Enterprise may carry out major transactions, interested party transactions where
the Enterprise’s head has interest, and transactions related to granting loans, guarantees, receiving
bank guarantees, to other encumbrances, assignment of claim, transfer of debt, lending, and adopt
resolutions on the Enterprise’s participation in business and non-profit organisations and enter into
simple partnership agreements in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation and the
Republic of Crimea.

A major transaction shall mean a transaction or several related transactions associated with
purchase, alienation or possibility of alienation by the Enterprise, directly or indirectly, of the
property that costs more than 10 % off the authorised capital of the Enterprise or exceeds the
minimum basic wage established by the federal laws more than fifty thousand times unless
otherwise prescribed by the laws.

By decision of the Property Owner or competent authority of the Republic of Crimea,
restrictions may be established as to execution of specific types of transactions by the Enterprise.

5.14. The Enterprise’s rights to intellectual property created in the course of its business
activity shall be regulated by the applicable laws.

5.15. The Enterprise shall dispose of the results of its manufacturing activity, manufactured
products (unless otherwise established by the laws of the Russian Federation and the Republic of
Crimea), net income gained that remains at the Enterprise’s disposal upon payment of taxes and
other mandatory levies established by the laws of the Russian Federation and the Republic of
Crimea and transfer of a part of profit from use of the Enterprise’s property into the respective
budget, at its own discretion.

5.16. The Enterprise shall form a reserve fund of at least 5 % of the Enterprise’s authorised
capital at the expense of net profit remaining at its disposal.

The Enterprise’s reserve fund shall start to be formed upon expiration of the calendar year
following the year of state registration of the Enterprise, by means of annual allowances of 5 % of
net profit remaining at the Enterprise’s disposal, until the size provided for by this Clause of the
Charter is reached.

The Enterprise’s reserve fund shall be designated to cover its losses in case there are no
other funds, and may not be used for other purposes.

5.17. A part of the net profit remaining at the Enterprise’s disposal may be used to increase
the Enterprise’s authorised fund, to develop the enterprise, for social needs of employees and
financial incentives for employees.

5.18. Within the funds provided for by the Enterprise’s financial plan (income and
expenditure budget), the Enterprise shall carry out documentation and state registration of property
rights to the items, rights subject to registration, in accordance with the procedure established by
the laws.

5.19. Control over efficient use, integrity and accounting of the property allocated to the
Enterprise shall be established in accordance with the procedure established by the Property Owner
or the Ministry. The Enterprise shall be liable for integrity, use and maintenance of the property
allocated thereto.

5.20. The Enterprise shall use, possess land and other natural resources in accordance with
the purpose of its activity and on the basis of the applicable laws.

5.21. Fixed and circulating assets shall be leased out, pledged and written off the
Enterprise’s balance sheet in accordance with the procedure established by the Property Owner.

5.22. Losses incurred by the Enterprise as a result of breach of its property and other rights
by citizens, legal entities, government authorities shall be compensated to the Enterprise in
accordance with the procedure established by the laws.

5.23. The Enterprise shall furnish information on use and integrity of the property allocated
thereto as well as its business activity to the Ministry.

6. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE ENTERPRISE

6.1. The Enterprise shall be free to choose the scope and contents of agreements and
obligations, any form of business relations consistent with the laws of the Russian Federation, the
Republic of Crimea and this Charter.

6.2. The Enterprise shall plan its business activity and decide on development prospects on
its own, on the basis of actual consumer demand, the need for industrial and social development
of the Enterprise and increase in personal income of its personnel.

6.3. In order to achieve the purpose of its activity, the Enterprise shall have the following
rights, in accordance with the procedure established by the applicable laws and this Charter:

- To enter into all types of agreements with legal entities and individuals consistent with
the laws of the Russian Federation and the Republic of Crimea, this Charter, as well as the purpose
and scope of the Enterprise’s activity;

- To acquire or lease fixed and circulating assets using its financial resources;

- To ensure financial and logistical support of manufacturing and development of social
facilities;

- To be a participant (member) of business and non-profit organisations where legal entities
may participate in accordance with the federal law;

- To open current and other bank accounts in the national and foreign currencies;

- To be granted bank loans and open deposit accounts with banks;

- To carry out foreign economic activity;

- To hold auctions, competitions, exhibitions, and fairs;

- To participate in associations, groups of companies and other unions;

- To establish joint ventures;

- To acquire title to intellectual property items (inventions, utility models, industrial
designs, trade and service marks);

- To enter into licensing agreements on industrial property items and transfer of rights
thereto;

- To participate in business and non-profit organisations (except for lending ones). A
decision on the Enterprise’s participation in a business or non-profit organisation may only be
taken with the Ministry’s consent;
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- To determine and establish labour remuneration forms and systems, headcount, structure
and staff schedule;

- To establish additional leaves, reduced working hours and other social benefits for its
personnel in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation and the Republic of Crimea;

- To establish stand-alone units and, with the Ministry’s consent, joint ventures, branches
and representative offices within and outside the territory of the Republic of Crimea. Structural
units established by the Enterprise, as well as joint ventures, branches and representative offices,
may be allocated fixed and circulating assets owned by the Enterprise or transferred thereto under
the right of operational management with the Ministry’s consent. Their activity shall be managed
by the persons appointed by the Director General of the Enterprise;

- To carry out major transactions, interested party transactions where the Enterprise’s head
has interest, and transactions related to granting loans, guarantees, receiving bank guarantees, to
other encumbrances, assignment of claim, transfer of debt, lending, and to adopt resolutions on the
Enterprise’s participation in business and non-profit organisations and to enter into simple
partnership agreements in accordance with the procedure established by the Property Owner.

6.4. The Enterprise shall develop its relations with customers, suppliers and other legal
entities and individuals mostly on a contractual basis. The Enterprise shall be free to choose forms
of business relations consistent with the applicable laws.

6.5. Disputes between the Enterprise and legal entities and individuals shall be resolved as
prescribed by the applicable laws.

6.6. The Enterprise shall be entitled to hire Russian and foreign specialists, and establish
forms, systems, amounts and types of labour remuneration on its own, in accordance with the
applicable laws.

5.7. The Enterprise shall be liable for its obligations with all of its property. The Enterprise
shall not be liable for obligations of the Republic of Crimea, and the Republic of Crimea shall not
be liable for the Enterprise’s obligations unless otherwise provided for by the laws of the Russian
Federation and the Republic of Crimea.

6.8. The Enterprise shall:

- Implement the activity programme of the Enterprise approved in accordance with the
established procedure and achieve economic performance indicators of the Enterprise;

- Provide for timely and full payment of salaries and other disbursements to the personnel,
carry out index adjustment of salaries in accordance with the effective laws of the Russian
Federation and Republic of Crimea;

- Provide for guaranteed working conditions and social benefits for its personnel;

- Annually transfer a part of its profit remaining at its disposal upon payment of taxes and
other mandatory levies, to the republican budget, in accordance with the established procedure;

- Keep operational and book-keeping accounts of results of financial, business and other
activity, maintain statistical reports, report on operational results and use of the property in
accordance with the procedure and within the terms established by the laws of the Russian
Federation and the Republic of Crimea;

- Conduct annual audits;

- Provide regional executive authorities with information (including the one necessary to
maintain the register of regional property) in the cases and in accordance with the procedure
established by the laws of the Republic of Crimea;

- Implement civil defence and mobilisation preparation measures in accordance with the
laws of the Russian Federation and the Republic of Crimea;

- Store documents provided for by the laws of the Russian Federation and the Republic of
Crimea.

6.9. The Enterprise may have other rights and assume other obligations in accordance with
the applicable laws.

6.10. The main generalising financial performance indicator of the Enterprise shall be
profit.
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6.11. The Enterprise shall form social and industrial development funds, reserve and other
funds, the procedure for use and creation of which is established by regulations thereon.
Regulations on funds shall be approved by the Director General of the Enterprise.

6.12. The Enterprise shall keep registers of persons liable for military service and organise
civil defence measures.

7. FOREIGN ECONOMIC ACTIVITY

7.1. The Enterprise shall be entitled to carry out foreign economic activity in any area
related to the scope of its activity. When carrying out foreign economic activity, the Enterprise
shall enjoy the rights of an entity engaged in foreign economic activity in accordance with the
applicable laws.

7.2. The Enterprise shall be entitled to open foreign currency accounts in and outside the
territory of the Republic of Crimea.

7.3. The types of foreign economic activity carried out by the Enterprise shall include the
following, subject to respective authorisation documents:

- Export and import of products, commodities, work force;

- Provision of services to foreign business entities, including manufacturing, forwarding,
mediatory and other ones consistent with the applicable laws. The Enterprise shall be entitled to
use equivalent services provided thereto by foreign business entities;

- Voluntary membership in associations, groups of companies and other legal unions with
foreign business entities, joint business activity and use of joint property within and outside the
territory of the Republic of Crimea;

- Export of oil, natural gas, gas condensate and their products;

- User of services of agents servicing sea and air craft within and outside the territory of
the Republic of Crimea;

- Establishment and maintenance of representative offices, branches and units outside the
territory of the Republic of Crimea;

- Other types of foreign economic activity consistent with the applicable laws.

7.4. Foreign currency proceeds shall be credited to the Enterprise’s foreign currency bank
accounts and used in accordance with the applicable laws.

8. MANAGEMENT OF THE ENTERPRISE

8.1. The Enterprise shall be managed in accordance with this Charter on the basis of
combination of the owner’s rights of commercial use of its property and self-management by the
personnel on issues within their competence established by the Charter.

8.2. The Ministry shall:

- Establish the purpose, scope and types of the Enterprise’s activity and give its consent to
the Enterprise’s membership in associations and other unions of business organisations;

- Determine the procedure for drawing up, approving and establishing indicators of the
Enterprise’s financial and business activity plans (programme);

- Approve programmes and strategies, financial and business activity plans (annual and
quarterly financial plan), investment plans and technical development plans;

- Take measures to reorganise or liquidate the Enterprise as prescribed by the laws, appoint
the liquidation committee, transfer a division balance sheet (acceptance certificate) and liquidation
balance sheet of the Enterprise to be approved by the owner;

- Take measures to form the Enterprise’s authorised capital;

- Approve and amend the Enterprise’s Charter, including restatement of the Enterprise’s
Charter;
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- Appoint the Director General of the Enterprise, enter into, amend and terminate the
employment contract with the Director General in accordance with the labour laws and other laws
and regulations containing legal labour provisions;

- Conduct competence assessment of the Director General of the Enterprise in accordance
with the established procedure and within the established terms;

- Resolve on dismissing of the Director General from his/her office;

- By the Director General’s recommendation, approve employment of the Enterprise’s
chief accountant;

- Conduct competence assessment of the Director General of the Enterprise in accordance
with the established procedure and within the established terms

- Approve the financial plan and annual report on financial and business activity as well as
other documents as prescribed by the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Crimea;

- Approve economic performance indicators of the Enterprise and control achievement
thereof;

- Resolve on revision audit of financial and economic activity of the Enterprise and approve
the report thereon;

- Give consent to establishing branches and representative offices of the Enterprise,
approve creation (participation) in a joint venture, participation of the Enterprise in other legal
entities;

- Adopt resolutions on audits and approve the auditor as prescribed by the laws of the
Russian Federation and the Republic of Crimea;

- File claims to court on invalidating voidable transactions with the Enterprise’s property
as well as on applying consequences of invalidity of the void transaction in the cases established
by the Civil Code of the Russian Federation and laws of the Russian Federation;

- Reclaim the Enterprise’s property from unlawful possession by other persons or
commission the Enterprise to discharge these functions in the cases established by the laws of the
Russian Federation and the Republic of Crimea, in accordance with the established procedure;

- In the case provided for by the laws of the Russian Federation on concession agreements,
resolve on exercise of specific concessor’s powers by the Enterprise;

- Exercise other powers provided for by the applicable laws, resolutions of the Property
Owner and this Charter.

8.3. The Enterprise’s officers shall act for the benefit of the Enterprise, comply with the
laws, this Charter and other documents of the Enterprise. The Enterprise’s officers may not
disclose trade secret and commercial information on the Enterprise’s activity.

The Enterprise’s officers shall be liable to the Enterprise for losses incurred by the latter
due to their acts (omissions) in accordance with the effective laws.

8.4. The organisational structure, maximum headcount, staff schedules and regulations on
bonus payment of the Enterprise shall be approved by the Director General in consultation with
the Ministry.

8.5. The sole executive body of the Enterprise shall be the Director General.

8.6. The Director shall be appointed and dismissed by the Ministry’s order in consultation
with the Chairman of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Crimea.

The Director General shall be accountable to the Ministry, organise and execute its
decisions and resolutions of the Board of the Enterprise.

The Director General’s competence shall include general management of the Enterprise’s
business activity, except for issues within the competence of the Ministry and Board of the
Enterprise.

8.7. The Director General shall act on behalf of the Enterprise in all government authorities,
local self-government authorities, institutions, enterprises and organisations of any ownership
form both in and outside the Republic of Crimea, on all issues related to the Enterprise’s activity.

8.8. The Director General shall act on behalf of the Enterprise with full authority. The
acting Director General shall exercise all powers of the Director General and acts on behalf of the
Enterprise with full authority when holding this office.

8.9. The Director General’s competence shall include:

1) Settling issues related to organisation of manufacturing, business, financial and
economic activity, keeping the Enterprise’s accounts and reports;

2) Approving regulations on units, branches, representative offices, and amending and
supplementing them;

3) Appointing the Enterprise’s officers, captains of vessels, and dismissing them;

4) Taking legally binding acts on the Enterprise’s behalf, including entry into agreements,
contracts and employment agreements;

5) Granting powers of attorney;

6) Opening and closing current and other bank accounts;

7) Issuing orders and instructions binding on all the Enterprise’s employees;

8) Resolving to conduct official investigations, to hold guilty persons financially liable;

9) Delegating some of his/her powers by granting a power of attorney;

10) Approving the Enterprise’s bylaws;

11) Approving description and image of the trade (commercial) name, brand name (trade
and service mark);

12) Approving the organisational structure, headcount, staff schedule and regulations on
bonus payment of the Enterprise, amending them;

13) Resolving to send the Enterprise’s employees on a business trip, including outside the
Republic of Crimea;

14) Resolving to select the property appraiser and approving terms and conditions of the
agreement with it, determining remuneration for its services;

15) Resolving to appraise property;

16) Approving market value of property;

17) Ensuring compliance with the labour laws and internal work regulations;

18) Resolving to file and withdraw claims, statements of claim, appeal and cassation
appeals, applications for initiating, withdrawing and terminating enforcement proceedings on the
Enterprise’s behalf, conducing cases and representing the Enterprise in all court instances with the
right to take all procedural actions provided for by the applicable laws for litigants;

19) Approving lists of data containing trade secret and confidential information, ensuring
continuous control over protection of state secret;

20) Administering mobilisation preparation and mobilisation in accordance with the
applicable laws in order to maintain mobilisation capacities and reserves;

21) Administering development and implementation of measures aimed at prevention of
man-caused emergencies by treating them as an element of the manufacturing process;

22) Employing and dismissing employees and applying incentives and disciplinary
sanctions;

23) Organising military registration;

24) Exercising other powers in accordance with the applicable laws and this Charter.

8.11. Competence of Deputy Directors General of the Enterprise shall be established by
the Director General of the Enterprise.

Deputy Directors General shall act on behalf of the Enterprise, represent it in government
authorities, organisations of the Russian Federation, the Republic of Crimea and foreign states,
carry out transactions and other legally binding actions within their powers provided for by powers
of attorney granted by the Director General of the Enterprise.

8.12. The Board of the Enterprise shall be an advisory body of the Enterprise that shall be
composed of twelve members holding the office for one year.
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8.13. Members of the Board of the Enterprise shall be selected by the Director General out
of his/her deputies, and also include the Chief Technology Officer, Chief Accountant and
authorised representative of the Ministry.

8.14. The Board of the Enterprise shall operate on the basis of regulations agreed by the
Ministry and approved by the Director General.

8.15. The Board of the Enterprise may consider and adopt resolutions on the following
issues:

1) Determining the main areas of activity of the Enterprise;

2) Determining the amount, procedure for formation and use of allowances to different
funds of the Enterprise;

3) Disposing of the Enterprise’s profit;

4) Resolving on the Enterprise’s participation on business and non-profit organisations
where legal entities may participate in accordance with the federal laws, with the Ministry’s
consent;

5) Resolving to establish a joint venture with legal entities, including foreign ones, with
the Ministry’s consent;

6) Resolving to acquire and alienate shares (stock, equity interests) in business entities;

7) Approving annual reports and balances of stand-alone units, representative offices,
approving their regulations, appointing their senior executives;

8) Preliminary considering and furnishing the Ministry with all issues within its
competence, and preparing necessary materials in this regard,

9) Considering issues related to changes in the legal form of the Enterprise;

10) Resolving to grant charity aid;

11) Resolving on all other issues put to consideration.

8.16. Members of the Board of the Enterprise shall be liable for quality of submitted
proposals in accordance with the regulations on the Board of the Enterprise.

8.17. Issues related to powers, operational terms and conditions, financial and social
support of the Director General shall be stipulated in the respective employment contract between
the Director General and the Ministry.

8.18. When the Director General is absent, his/her duties shall be discharged by a member
of the Board of the Enterprise who may exercise all powers of the Director General, in accordance
with the order of the Enterprise.

9. LABOUR AND SALARY, ACCOUNTS AND REPORTS

9.1. Forms, systems and amounts of labour remuneration as well as other types of income
of the Enterprise’s personnel shall be established by the Enterprise on its own.

9.2. The Enterprise shall establish safe and non-hazardous working conditions for all
employees and shall be liable for damages inflicted upon health and working capacity in
accordance with the established procedure.

9.3. The procedure for hiring, dismissing, inciting and imposing penalties for breach of
work discipline, granting leaves, working hours and other working conditions shall be established
by internal work regulations in accordance with the labour laws.

9.4. The Enterprise shall keep operational and book-keeping accounts on its activity results.
The procedure for statistical reports shall be established by the laws.

9.5. Upon approval of the financial annual report on business activity, net profit remaining
at the Enterprise’s disposal shall be used at the Enterprise’s discretion upon deduction of all
expenses, payments, allowance and coverage of losses.

10. PERSONNEL OF THE ENTERPRISE
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10.1. The Enterprise’s personnel shall include all persons participating in its activity with
their labour on the basis of an employment contract (agreement) as well as other forms regulating
labour relations between employees and the Enterprise.

10.2. Relations between employees and the Director General arising out of the employment
contract shall be governed by the laws of the Russian Federation on labour, collective agreements
as well as bylaws of the Enterprise.

10.3. Social and labour rights of employees shall be guaranteed by the applicable laws.

10.4. Duration and schedule of the working day at the Enterprise as well as duration of
leaves, including additional ones, and other working conditions shall be established by the internal
work regulations approved by the Director General and approved by the trade union.

10.5. The Enterprise’s employees shall be subject to social and medical insurance and
social benefits in accordance with the procedure and under the terms and conditions established
by the applicable laws.

10.6. The Enterprise’s bylaws may establish additional labour and social benefits for all
employees or specific categories thereof (in addition to the ones provided for by the applicable
laws).

10.7. Rights and interests of the personnel shall be protected by the trade union.

11. REORGANISATION AND LIQUIDATION OF THE ENTERPRISE

11.1. The Enterprise shall be reorganised by decision of the Property Owner or by court
resolution when it is provided for by the laws of the Russian Federation and the Republic of
Crimea.

11.2. When the Enterprise is reorganised, necessary amendments shall be made to the
Charter and Unified State Register of Legal Entities. Reorganisation shall result in transfer of rights
and obligations of the Enterprise to its legal successor in accordance with the laws of the Russian
Federation.

When the Enterprise is reorganised by way of demerger, spin-off, accession or merger, the
division balance sheet and/or act of transfer and acceptance containing the provision on legal
succession with regard to obligations of the Enterprise being reorganised shall be approved in
accordance with the established procedure.

When the Enterprise is reorganised by way of transformation, the act of transfer and
acceptance containing the provision on legal succession with regard to obligations of the
Enterprise being reorganised shall be approved in accordance with the established procedure.

11.3. The Enterprise may be liquidated:

By decision of the Property Owner, by court resolution as provided for by the laws of the
Russian Federation.

11.4. Liquidation of the Enterprise shall result in its termination without transfer of rights
and obligations to other persons in accordance with the legal succession procedure.

Upon appointment thereof, the liquidation committee shall be transferred powers of
administration of the Enterprise’s affairs.

The liquidation committee shall act in court on behalf of the Enterprise being liquidated.

The liquidation committee shall publish a notice of liquidation of the Enterprise in mass
media, with indication of the procedure and terms for claiming creditors’ claims, identify creditors,
effect settlements with them, take measures to receive accounts receivable, and notify creditors of
liquidation of the Enterprise in writing.

The liquidation committee shall draw up liquidation balance sheets and furnish them to the
Council of Ministers of the Republic of Crimea to be approved.

11.5. Exclusive rights (intellectual property) held by the Enterprise as of the time of
liquidation shall be transferred for further administration thereof in accordance with the laws of
the Russian Federation and the Republic of Crimea.
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11.6. In case it is found in the course of liquidation that the Enterprise is unable to satisfy
creditors needs in full, the liquidation committee shall apply to the arbitration court for declaring
the Enterprise bankrupt.

11.7. Property and funds of the Enterprise remaining upon satisfaction of creditors’ claims
and liquidation of the Enterprise shall be transferred by the liquidation committee in accordance
with the established procedure.

11.8. Liquidation of the Enterprise shall be deemed completed, and the Enterprise shall be
deemed terminated upon removal thereof from the Unified State Register of Legal Entities.

11.9. When the Enterprise is liquidated and reorganised, dismissed employees shall be
guaranteed protection of their labour and social rights and interests in accordance with the laws of
the Russian Federation.

When the Enterprise is reorganised, all documents (management, financial and business,
human resources etc.) shall be transferred to its legal successor in accordance with the established
procedure.

11.10. When the Enterprise is liquidated, its archives shall be transferred to the state archive
at the Enterprise’s location in accordance with the procedure established by the laws of the Russian
Federation.

12. AMENDMENTS TO THE CHARTER OF THE ENTERPRISE
12.1. Amendments and supplements shall be made to the Charter of the Enterprise as
requested by the Enterprise, upon approval of the Ministry of Fuel and Energy of the Republic of
Crimea.

12.2. Amendments to the Charter shall be subject to state registration in accordance with
the procedure established by the applicable laws.
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
