Re: Steps taken by the Russian side

to legalize offshore assets annexed

from Ukraine

Dear Andriy Volodymyrovych,

In the course monitoring the illegal economic activity of the Russian Federation in the
offshore areas and on the Crimean Peninsula annexed from Ukraine, information has been obtained
regarding steps taken by the Russian side to legalize within the international legal framework
the offshore facilities (platforms) and vessels previously seized from Ukraine’s
Chornomornaftogaz SJSC.

To achieve this goal, Russian state institutions located in the temporarily occupied territory
(TOT) of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea (ARC), in disregard of international navigational
safety standards (GMDSS) and the rules of the Automatic Identification System (AIS) and
Maritime Mobile Service Identity (MMSI)!, are arbitrarily changing the unique identification
numbers (MMSI, IMO), names, and flags that were officially assigned at the time of Ukrainian
jurisdiction on vessels and offshore facilities registered to ports on the occupied peninsula.

In particular, on 4/25/2017 the appearance of an identifier of an AIS transponder seized
from Chornomornaftogaz SJSC was recorded by the MODU B-312 Petro Hodovanets at the place
of its current location (coastal waters of the TOT ARC, harbor of Yarylhatska Bay, 45°35°20.60
N, 32°42°47.39 E) with illegal changes to the asset’s name, flag, and MMSI. The MODU B-312
now identifies itself through the AIS system as MODU KRIMEA-2 (CIIFY «Kpvim-2» (Rus),
flag of Russia, MMSI identification number consistent with the asset’s affiliation with the Russian
Federation).? No MODU B-312 with these identifiers was previously

Background. In November 2016,
Chernomorneftegaz (Rus), a state unitary enterprise
of the self-proclaimed Republic of Crimea, formed

GMDSS SHORE-BASED MAINTENANCE SERVICE AGREEMENT. It is clear that in this manner
the Russian side was attempting to establish within the international GMDSS and AIS systems the
Russian affiliation of the vessels (MODU) it seized from Ukraine.

It should be pointed out that a second state-of-the-art MODU B-319 seized from Ukraine,
the Ukrayina, which is currently deployed in a drilling area (Odeske gas field), continues to
identify itself in the AIS system as the MODU UKRAINE (flag of Panamay).

Thus, the Russian side continues to take active steps to legalize within the international
legal framework the offshore assets it seized from Ukraine.

It cannot be ruled out that Russia’s steps to change the identification parameters in the AIS
international system for the annexed MODU B-313 as an asset affiliated with the Russian
Federation (under a new name and the Russian Federation flag) are aimed at legalizing its passage
through international waters in the future. The same fate probably awaits the MODU B-319
Ukrayina.

3 GMDSS, an international system that uses modern land-based, satellite, and shipboard radio communications
systems developed by the International Maritime Organization (IMO), is a means of emergency communication. AIS
is a navigational system that serves to identify vessels, their dimensions, course, and other information and is designed
to improve the level of navigational safety and shipping efficiency, prevent collisions, and provide the competent
shore-based services with information about the vessel and its cargo and vessel surveillance.
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
