FEDERAL CONSTITUTIONAL LAW
On the Admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation,
and the Formation of New Constituent Entities within the Russian Federation -

the Republic of Crimea and the Federal City of Sevastopol.

Article 1. Grounds and timing of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation

1. The Republic of Crimea shall be admitted to the Russian Federation, in accordance with the Constitution of the
Russian Federation and Article 4 of the Federal Constitutional Law of 17 December 2001 No. 6-FKZ “On the process of
formation and admission to the Russian Federation of a New Constituent Entity of the Russian Federation.”

2. The grounds for admitting the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation are:

1) The results of the Crimean Referendum conducted on 16 March 2014 in the Autonomous Republic of Crimea
and the city of Sevastopol, where the issue of reunification of Crimea with Russia as a constituent entity of the Russian
Federation was endorsed;

2) The Declaration of Independence of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the city of Sevastopol, and also
the Treaty between the Russian Federation and the Republic of Crimea on the Admission to the Russian Federation of the
Republic of Crimea and the Formation of New Constituent Entities Within the Russian Federation;

3) The proposal by the Republic of Crimea and the City with special status of Sevastopol on the admission of the
Republic of Crimea, including the City with special status of Sevastopol, to the Russian Federation;

4) This Federal Constitutional Law.

3. The Republic of Crimea shall be considered admitted to the Russian Federation from the date of signing of the
Treaty between the Russian Federation and the Republic of Crimea on the Admission of the Republic of Crimea to the
Russian Federation and the Formation of New Constituent Entities within the Russian Federation.

Article 2. Formation of new constituent entities within the Russian Federation, their names and status

1. From the date of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation, two new constituent entities
shall be formed within the Russian Federation - the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol.

2. The names of the new constituent entities of the Russian Federation - the Republic of Crimea and the federal
city of Sevastopol - are entitled to be included in Part 1, Article 65 of the Constitution of the Russian Federation.

3. The new constituent entities of the Russian Federation shall have the status of a republic and a federal city,
respectively.

4. The official languages of the Republic of Crimea are Russian, Ukrainian, and Crimean Tatar.

Article 3. Limits of the territory of Republic of Crimea and the territory of the federal city of Sevastopol

1. The limits of the territory of the Republic of Crimea and the territory of the federal city of Sevastopol shall be
determined by the territorial borders of the Republic of Crimea and the territory of the federal city of Sevastopol existing on
the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and the formation of the new constituent entities
within the Russian Federation.

2. The land border of the Republic of Crimea, adjacent to the territory of Ukraine, shall be the State Border of the

Russian Federation.
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3. Delimitation of the maritime space in the Black Sea and the Sea of Azov shall be conducted on the basis of treaties of the
Russian Federation, and the rules and principles of international law.

Article 4. Recognition of citizenship of the Russian Federation for citizens of Ukraine and stateless persons
permanently residing in the territory of the Republic of Crimea or the federal city of Sevastopol

1. From the date of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and the formation of new
constituent entities within the Russian Federation, citizens of Ukraine and stateless persons permanently residing in the
territory of the Republic of Crimea or the federal city of Sevastopol on that day shall be recognized as citizens of the Russian
Federation, with the exception of persons who within one month from that date declare their desire to keep the other
citizenship that they and/or their underage children have, or to remain stateless.

2. Documents verifying the identity of a citizen of the Russian Federation shall be issued within three months from
the date of the admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation, and the formation of new constituent entities
within the Russian Federation.

3. Restrictions on filling state or municipal offices or positions in state or municipal service, provided for by the
laws of the Russian Federation with respect to citizens of the Russian Federation holding citizenship in a foreign state or a
residency permit or another document confirming the right of the citizen of the Russian Federation to permanent residence
in the territory of a foreign state, shall be valid in the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol after one month
from the date of the admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation, and the formation of new constituent
entities within the Russian Federation.

4. A person recognized as a citizen of the Russian Federation in accordance with Part 1 of this Article, and that
received a document verifying his identity as a citizen of the Russian Federation, shall be regarded within the Russian
Federation as a citizen without the citizenship of a foreign state, if he submits a statement confirming his unwillingness to
be a citizen of a foreign state. The statement on the unwillingness to be a citizen of a foreign state shall be submitted to a
federal executive body which develops and implements state policy and the legal regulation in the field of migration. Together
with the statement on the unwillingness to be a citizen of a foreign state, one shall submit a document confirming the existence of
such other citizenship. (Part supplemented by the Federal Constitutional Law of 29 December 2014 No. 19-FKZ)

Article 5. Issues of military duty and military service

1. The bodies of military administration and military formations of the Republic of Crimea shall conduct their activity in
accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation until the issue of integration of these bodies and formations into the Armed Forces
of the Russian Federation, and other troops, military formations and bodies or their reformation (disbandment) is resolved.

2. The creation, in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, of bodies of military
administration, coalitions, divisions, military units and organizations of the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation, other troops,
military formations and bodies, military commissariats, and also the determination of their structure, composition and staffing shall be
done in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation with the consideration of the administrative and territorial division of the
Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol.

3. The military service personnel undergoing military service by contract and service by conscription in the bodies of
military administration and military formations of the Republic of Crimea shall continue to fulfill their military service obligations in
accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation until the issue of integration of these bodies and formations into the Armed Forces
of the Russian Federation, and other troops, military formations and bodies or their reformation (disbandment) is resolved.

4. The military service personnel of the bodies of military administration and military formations of the Republic of
Crimea shall have a preferential right to enlist in military service by contract in the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation, other
troops, military formations and bodies in case they hold the citizenship of the Russian Federation, and provided that they meet other
requirements set forth by the laws of the Russian Federation for citizens enlisting in the military service by contract.

5. The military service personnel of the bodies of military administration and military formations of the Republic of
Crimea undergoing military service by conscription shall continue to fulfill their military obligation in the Armed Forces of the Russian
Federation, other troops, military formations and bodies until the end of the established periods of military service provided that they
hold the citizenship of the Russian Federation.

6. Citizens of the Russian Federation who are conscripted into military service in the Republic of Crimea and the federal
city of Sevastopol shall undergo their military service in the bodies of military administration, coalitions, divisions, military units and
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organizations of the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation, other troops, military formations and bodies that are stationed in the
territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, until and including 2016.

Article 6. Transition period

From the date of the admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and the formation within the
Russian Federation of new constituent entities, and until 1 January 2015, there shall be a transition period, during which
issues of integration of the new constituent entities of the Russian Federation into the economic, financial, credit and legal
systems of the Russian Federation, and into the system of state bodies of the Russian Federation, shall be resolved.

Article 7. Formation of state bodies of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol

1. Elections to the State Council of the Republic of Crimea - the parliament of the Republic of Crimea and the
Legislative Assembly of the city of Sevastopol shall take place on the second Sunday of September 2014. The Head of the
Republic of Crimea and the Governor of the city of Sevastopol shall be elected by the deputies of the State Council of the
Republic of Crimea and by the deputies of the newly convened Legislative Assembly of the city of Sevastopol, respectively,
no later than December 2014. (As amended by the Federal Constitutional Law of 27.05.2014 No. 7-FKZ)

2. Until the election of state bodies of the Republic of Crimea and the state bodies of the federal city of
Sevastopol, their powers shall be exercised by the State Council of the Republic of Crimea - the parliament of the Republic
of Crimea and the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Crimea, and the Legislative Assembly of the city of Sevastopol,
respectively.

2-1. Until the newly elected Head of the Republic of Crimea and the Governor of the city of Sevastopol take
office, the members of the Federation Council of the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation - representatives of the
executive state bodies of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol shall be authorized with the powers of
the temporary acting Head of the Republic of Crimea and the temporary acting Governor of the city of Sevastopol,
respectively. (Part supplemented - the Federal Constitutional Law of 27.05.2014 No. 7-FKZ)

3. The State Council of the Republic of Crimea and the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Crimea, and the
Legislative Assembly of the city of Sevastopol shall be authorized to effectuate their own legal regulation, including the
adoption of laws and other normative legal acts, which must not contradict the Constitution of the Russian Federation or
federal laws.

4. Elections to the state bodies of the Republic of Crimea and to the state bodies of the federal city of Sevastopol
shall be conducted in accordance with the normative legal acts of the State Council of the Republic of Crimea and the
normative legal acts of the Legislative Assembly of the city of Sevastopol. The aforesaid normative legal acts must not
contradict the Constitution of the Russian Federation or the election laws of the Russian Federation.

5. The legislative (representative) state body of the Republic of Crimea shall adopt the Constitution of the
Republic of Crimea that may not contradict the Constitution of the Russian Federation.

6. The legislative (representative) state body of the federal city of Sevastopol shall adopt the Charter of the
federal city of Sevastopol, which may not contradict the Constitution of the Russian Federation.

7. In accordance with the Constitution of the Republic of Crimea and the Charter of the federal city of
Sevastopol, executive bodies of the Republic of Crimea and executive bodies of the federal city of Sevastopol shall be
formed. The system of executive bodies of the Republic of Crimea and the system of the executive bodies of the federal city
of Sevastopol must be in line with the general principles of organization of the executive bodies of the constituent entities
of the Russian Federation set forth by the laws of the Russian Federation.

8. Until the formation of executive bodies of the Republic of Crimea and the executive bodies of the federal city
of Sevastopol is finalized in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation, the heads of the local state administrations
shall be appointed and removed from office by the Chairman of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Crimea.

9. During the transition period in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol,
with consideration of their administrative and territorial division established by the legislative (representative) state body of

the Republic of Crimea and the legislative (representative) state body of the federal city of Sevastopol, respectively, local

bodies of the federal executive bodies shall be formed. The formation of the aforesaid local bodies shall be carried out by
the federal executive bodies subject to approval of the corresponding state bodies of the Republic of Crimea and the state
bodies of the federal city of Sevastopol.

10. The employees of security, customs and police bodies of the Republic of Crimea, and the employees of other
state bodies that hold offices at the aforesaid bodies on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian
Federation and the formation of new constituent entities of the Russian Federation, shall have a preferential right to join the
federal security service bodies, the customs bodies of the Russian Federation and the internal affairs bodies of the Russian
Federation, and other state bodies created in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation in the territories of the
Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, if they hold citizenship of the Russian Federation, and also provided
that they pass the examination of knowledge of the laws of the Russian Federation and that they satisfy the requirements set
forth by the laws of the Russian Federation for the employees of the aforementioned bodies.

Article 8. Creation of prosecution bodies within the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol

1. During the transition period, the Office of the Prosecutor General of the Russian Federation shall create, in
the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, the prosecution bodies of the Republic of Crimea
and the prosecution bodies of the federal city of Sevastopol having the status of a prosecution body of a constituent entity
of the Russian Federation. The prosecutor of the Republic of Crimea and the prosecutor of the federal city of Sevastopol
shall be appointed by the President of the Russian Federation upon nomination from the Prosecutor General of the Russian
Federation, agreed upon with the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, respectively.

2. The other prosecutors who exercise their powers in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal
city of Sevastopol shall be appointed in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation.

3. Employees of the prosecution bodies of Ukraine who hold offices at the aforesaid bodies operating in the
territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea
to the Russian Federation and formation of new constituent entities of the Russian Federation, shall have a preferential right
to join the prosecution bodies of the Russian Federation that are created in those territories, if they hold citizenship of the
Russian Federation, and also provided that they pass the examination of knowledge of the laws of the Russian Federation
and that they satisfy the requirements set forth by the laws of the Russian Federation for employees of prosecution bodies.

4. Until the formation of prosecution bodies of the Russian Federation in the territories of the Republic of Crimea
and the federal city of Sevastopol is finalized, the corresponding powers in these territories shall be exercised by the
prosecution bodies that operate on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation
of new constituent entities of the Russian Federation.

Article 9. Creation of the courts of the Russian Federation in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the
federal city of Sevastopol

1. During the transition period, in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol,
considering their administrative and territorial division established by the legislative (representative) state body of the
Republic of Crimea and the legislative (representative) state body of the federal city of Sevastopol, respectively, courts of
the Russian Federation (federal courts) shall be created in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation on the court
system.

2. Citizens who hold office as a judge in courts that operate in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the
federal city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of
new constituent entities of the Russian Federation, shall have a preferential right to become a judge in the courts of the
Russian Federation that are created in these territories, if they hold citizenship of the Russian Federation, and also provided
that they satisfy the other requirements set forth by the laws of the Russian Federation on the status of judges for candidates
for a judicial post. Competitive selection for the post of a judge in the aforementioned courts shall be conducted by the High
Qualification Collegium of Judges of the Russian Federation.

3. In the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, at the initiative of the legislative
(representative) state body of the Republic of Crimea and the legislative (representative) state body of the federal city of
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Sevastopol, agreed upon with the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation, judicial districts and posts of justices of the
peace may be created in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation.

4. The decision as to the day on which to start the activity of the federal courts in the territories of the Republic
of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol shall be made by the Plenary Session of the Supreme Court of the Russian
Federation and it shall make an official announcement about it.

5. Until the courts of the Russian Federation are created in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the
federal city of Sevastopol, justice in the name of the Russian Federation in the aforesaid territories shall be administered by
the courts that operate on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of new
constituent entities of the Russian Federation. The persons holding the offices of judges at these courts shall continue to
administer justice until the courts of the Russian Federation are formed and start to operate in the aforementioned territories,
provided that they hold citizenship of the Russian Federation.

6. The highest judicial authorities with respect to judgments and sentences of the courts indicated in part 5 of
this Article shall be the appellate courts that operate in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of
Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of new constituent
entities of the Russian Federation, and the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation.

7. Statements of claim in civil and administrative cases, commercial disputes, and also criminal cases accepted
by the courts of first instance that operate in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol on
the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of new constituent entities of the
Russian Federation, that have not been heard as of that day shall be heard according to the rules set forth by the corresponding
procedural laws of the Russian Federation, and the Code of the Russian Federation on Administrative Offenses. Criminal
cases shall be heard on the condition that the charges made are supported by the prosecutor of the corresponding local
prosecution body of the Russian Federation in the name of the Russian Federation.

8. Statements of appeal accepted by the corresponding appellate courts that operate in the territories of the
Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian
Federation and formation of new constituent entities of the Russian Federation, that have not been heard on that day shall
be heard according to the rules set forth by the corresponding procedural laws of the Russian Federation, and the Code of
the Russian Federation on Administrative Offenses. Appeals against decisions in criminal cases shall be heard on the
condition that the charges made are supported by the prosecutor of the corresponding local prosecution body of the Russian
Federation in the name of the Russian Federation.

9. Decisions of general and administrative courts that operate in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and
the federal city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of
new constituent entities of the Russian Federation, that have become effective prior to that day and are being appealed in
the corresponding appellate courts that operate on that day in the aforementioned territories, may be appealed within three
months after they become effective to the Judicial Chamber of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation for
Administrative Cases, the Judicial Chamber of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation for Civil Cases, and the Judicial
Chamber of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation for Criminal Cases, respectively.

10. Decisions in administrative offense cases of courts that operate in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the
federal city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of new
constituent entities of the Russian Federation, that have become effective before that day, may be appealed to the Supreme Court
of the Russian Federation in accordance with chapter 30 of the Code of the Russian Federation on Administrative Offenses.

11. Decisions of commercial courts that are operating in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city
of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of new constituent
entities of the Russian Federation, that have become effective before that day and are being appealed in the Sevastopol Appellate
Commercial Court, within three months after they have become effective, but no later than 5 August 2014, may be appealed to the
High Commercial Court of the Russian Federation.

12. The hearing by the High Commercial Court of the Russian Federation of appeals against the court decisions
indicated in part 11 of this Article shall be conducted in accordance with chapter 36 of the Commercial Procedure Code of the
Russian Federation.
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13. After 5 August 2014, the court decisions indicated in part 11 of this Article, may be appealed within three months
after they become effective to the Judicial Chamber of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation for Commercial Cases, formed
in accordance with the Law of the Russian Federation on Amendment to the Constitution of the Russian Federation of 5 February
2014 No. 2-FKZ “On the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation and the Prosecutor’s Office of the Russian Federation.”

14. The hearing by the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation, operating before the formation of the Supreme
Court of the Russian Federation in accordance with the Law of the Russian Federation on Amendment to the Constitution of the
Russian Federation of 5 February 2014 No. 2-FKZ “On the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation and the Prosecutor’s Office
of the Russian Federation”, of appeals against court decisions of courts operating in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and
the federal city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of new
constituent entities of the Russian Federation, shall be conducted in accordance with chapters 41 and 41-1 of the Civil Procedure
Code of the Russian Federation, chapters 47-1 and 48-1 of the Criminal Procedure Code of the Russian Federation , and chapter
30 of the Code of the Russian Federation on Administrative Offenses.

15. The Supreme Court of the Russian Federation, formed in accordance with the Law of the Russian Federation on
Amendment to the Constitution of the Russian Federation of 5 February 2014 No. 2-FKZ “On the Supreme Court of the Russian
Federation and the Prosecutor’s Office of the Russian Federation”, shall hear the appeals against decisions of courts operating in
the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to
the Russian Federation and formation of new constituent entities of the Russian Federation, shall be conducted in accordance with
chapters 41 and 41-1 of the Civil Procedure Code of the Russian Federation, chapters 47-1 and 48-1 of the Criminal Procedure
Code of the Russian Federation, Articles 291-1 - 291-15 and chapter 36-1 of the Commercial Procedure Code of the Russian
Federation, and chapter 30 of the Code of the Russian Federation on Administrative Offenses.

16. The grounds for review by the Judicial Panel for Administrative Cases of the Supreme Court of the Russian
Federation, the Judicial Chamber of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation for Civil Cases, the Judicial Chamber of
the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation for Criminal Cases, the Judicial Chamber of the Supreme Court of the Russian
Federation for Commercial Disputes, and the Presidium of the High Commercial Court of the Russian Federation of
decisions that have become effective issued by courts that operate in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal
city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of new
constituent entities of the Russian Federation, shall be substantive violations by the aforementioned courts of the substantive
and procedural law rules.

17. In the event that the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation, or the Presidium of the High Commercial
Court of the Russian Federation fully or partially reverses a decision of a court that operates in the territory of the Republic
of Crimea or the territory of the federal city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian
Federation and formation of new constituent entities of the Russian Federation, and the case is remanded for reconsideration
to the corresponding court that operates in the territory of the Republic of Crimea or the territory of the federal city of
Sevastopol, the reconsideration of that case shall be conducted according to the rules set forth by the corresponding
procedural laws of the Russian Federation, and the Code of the Russian Federation on Administrative Offenses.

18. Determinations of the Judicial Chamber of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation for Administrative
Cases, the Judicial Chamber of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation for Civil Cases, the Judicial Chamber of the
Supreme Court of the Russian Federation for Criminal Cases, the Judicial Chamber of the Supreme Court of the Russian
Federation for Commercial Disputes issued as a result of a cassation review of appeals against the decisions of courts that
operate in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic
of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of new constituent entities of the Russian Federation, may be appealed
in accordance with the procedure set forth in chapter 41-1 of the Civil Procedure Code of the Russian Federation, chapter
48-1 of the Criminal Procedure Code of the Russian Federation and chapter 36-1 of the Commercial Procedure Code of the
Russian Federation .

19. Decisions that have become effective issued by courts that operate in the territories of the Republic of Crimea
and the federal city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation
of new constituent entities of the Russian Federation, that have gone through the cassation review by a corresponding court
of cassation that operates on that day in the territory of the Republic of Crimea or the territory of the federal city of
Sevastopol, shall not be subject to appeal to the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation or to the High Commercial Court
of the Russian Federation.
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20. The investigation of criminal cases that are pending at preliminary investigation bodies that operate in the
territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea
to the Russian Federation and formation of new constituent entities of the Russian Federation, shall be conducted in accordance
with the criminal procedure laws of the Russian Federation. Criminal cases shall be transferred to courts for consideration on the
condition that the charges made are supported by the prosecutor of the local body of the Prosecutor’s Office of the Russian
Federation in the name of the Russian Federation.

21. During the transition period, the activity of courts and the enforcement of court decisions shall be conducted in
accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation.

22. Before 31 December 2017, when the Commercial Court of the Republic of Crimea, the Commercial Court of the
city of Sevastopol, the Twenty-First Commercial Court of Appeal, the Commercial Court of the Central District, and the Judicial
Chamber of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation for Commercial Disputes consider cases involving claims against credit
institutions, documents that are fully or partially in Ukrainian may be accepted as written evidence, without the duly certified
translation of these documents into Russian, if they were executed before 18 March 2014. (Part supplemented - the Federal
Constitutional Law of 31.12.2014 No. 21-FKZ) (As amended by the Federal Constitutional Law of 29.12.2015 No. 8-FKZ)

Article 10. The functioning of state and municipal institutions, enterprises and organizations in the territories of the
Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol

State and municipal institutions, enterprises and organizations that operate in the territories of the Republic of Crimea
and the federal city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of
new constituent entities of the Russian Federation shall conduct their activity preserving their previous organization form until their
legal status is determined in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation.

Article 11. Guarantees in the fields of social security and health care

1. Citizens of Ukraine and stateless persons who permanently reside in the territory of the Republic of Crimea or in
the territory of the federal city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and
formation of new constituent entities of the Russian Federation, who are declared citizens of the Russian Federation in accordance
with this Federal Constitutional Law or who acquired citizenship of the Russian Federation in accordance with the citizenship laws
of the Russian Federation, shall have the right to receive pensions, allowances and other social security benefits, and also be entitled
to health care in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation.

2. The total amount of material aid to non-working pensioners from among the citizens and persons indicated in part
1 of this Article may not be less than the amount of the pensioner's living minimum established in the Republic of Crimea and the
federal city of Sevastopol.

3. The amounts of pensions, allowances (including one-time), compensations and other forms of social benefits, and
also guarantees in monetary form to specific categories of citizens and persons indicated in part 1 of this Article shall not be less
than the amounts of pensions, allowances (including one-time), compensations and other types of social benefits, and also
guarantees in monetary form and paid out to these categories of citizens and persons as of 21 February 2014. In case of changes to
the procedure and conditions of in-kind benefits provided to these categories of citizens and persons prior to 21 February 2014, as
well as the procedure and conditions for making payments that have been made before the indicated date, the aggregate amount of
funding of the corresponding benefits and payments may not be reduced, and the conditions for granting them may not be
aggravated. The amounts of pensions, allowances (including one-time), compensations and other forms of social payments, and
also guarantees in monetary form, shall be brought in line with the amounts of such social payments and guarantees provided for
by the laws of the Russian Federation, during the transition period. When the state bodies of the Republic of Crimea and the
federal city of Sevastopol make changes, within the scope of their authority, to the procedure and conditions of in-kind
benefits granted to specific categories of citizens and persons indicated in part 1 of this Article, before 21 February 2014,
and also the procedure and conditions for making payments made before the aforementioned date, it may be required that
such benefits are granted and such payments are made based on need. The aforementioned changes shall be accepted by the
state bodies of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol upon approval of the federal executive body that
develops and implements state policy and legal regulation in the area of labor and social security of the public, until 1
January 2015. (As amended by the Federal Constitutional Law of 21.07.2014 No. 12-FKZ)
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4. The payment of pensions, allowances (including one-time), compensations and other forms of social benefits,
and also the granting of guarantees in monetary form to certain categories of citizens and persons indicated in part 1 of this
Article, shall be done in Russian rubles at the official exchange rate established by the Central Bank of the Russian
Federation (Bank of Russia).

5. Medical assistance to the citizens and persons indicated in part 1 of this Article shall not be provided at a level
that is lower than the level stipulated by the program of state guarantees of free medical assistance provided to citizens.

6. The laws of the Russian Federation on mandatory social insurance, including mandatory pension insurance
and mandatory health insurance, shall be applied in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol
as of 1 January 2015, except as stipulated by part 6! of this Article. (As amended by the Federal Constitutional Law of
21.07.2014 No. 12-FKZ)

6-1. The laws of the Russian Federation on the insurance premiums to the Pension Fund of the Russian
Federation for mandatory pension insurance, the Social Insurance Fund of the Russian Federation for mandatory social
insurance in case of temporary disability and in connection with motherhood, the Federal Fund of Mandatory Health
Insurance for mandatory health insurance, and also the laws of the Russian Federation on mandatory social insurance against
accidents at work and occupational diseases insofar as it concerns the calculation and payment of insurance premiums for
mandatory social insurance against accidents at work and occupational diseases, shall be applied in the territories of the
Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol as of 1 August 2014 with respect to:

1) organizations that are located in the territory of the Republic of Crimea or the territory of the federal city of
Sevastopol, and individual entrepreneurs who reside in the territory of the Republic of Crimea or in the territory of the
federal city of Sevastopol, whose information is entered into the unified state register of legal entities and the unified state
register of individual entrepreneurs, respectively;

2) branches and (or) representative offices of Russian organizations that are created in the territories of the
Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, whose information is entered in the unified state register of legal
entities;

3) separate subdivisions of Russian organizations that are created in the territories of the Republic of Crimea
and the federal city of Sevastopol after 18 March 2014 and also separate subdivisions of foreign organizations.

(Part supplemented - the Federal Constitutional Law of 21.07.2014 No. 12-FKZ)

7. Local bodies of the Pension Fund of the Russian Federation and the Social Insurance Fund of the Russian
Federation, and also territorial funds for mandatory health insurance, shall be created during the transition period in the
territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol.

Article 12. Validity of documents issued by state and other official bodies of Ukraine, by state and other official
bodies of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the city of Sevastopol

In the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, all documents issued by state and
other official bodies of Ukraine, state and other official bodies of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and state and other
official bodies of the city of Sevastopol, including records of civil status and records of education, property rights, rights of
use, rights to receive pensions, allowances, compensations and other types of social payments, the right to receive medical
assistance, as well as customs and authorization documents (licenses, other than banking licenses and licenses (permits) to
conduct non-credit financial operations) shall be valid, without limitation to the term of their validity or any confirmation
by state bodies of the Russian Federation, state bodies of the Republic of Crimea, or state bodies of the federal city of
Sevastopol, unless otherwise is provided by Article 12.2 of this Federal Constitutional Law, or follows from the documents
themselves, or the nature of the matter. (As amended by the Federal Constitutional Laws of 29 December 2014 No. 19-FKZ
and of 29 December 2014 No. 20-FKZ)

Article 12-1 Regulation of certain matters (areas of legislation) in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the
federal city of Sevastopol
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1. Until 1 January 2019, in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, matters
related to property, city-planning, land and forestry relations, and also relations in the area of cadastral registration of rights
to real property and transactions therewith may be set forth by the normative legal acts of the Republic of Crimea and the
normative legal acts of the federal city of Sevastopol, upon approval of the federal executive body, authorized to regulate a
corresponding sphere. (As amended by the Federal Constitutional Law of 23 June 2016 No. 5-FKZ)

2. Until 1 January 2017, the laws of the Russian Federation in the area of electricity, railway transportation,
communication services, services in transport terminals, sea and river ports and airports, sale of medicines, technical
inspection of motor vehicles, including the laws of the Russian Federation on government regulation of prices (tariffs) in
these areas, shall apply within the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol as modified by the Government of
the Russian Federation. (As amended by the Federal Constitutional Law of 28.12.2016 No. 10-FKZ)

2-1. Before 1 January 2018, the laws of the Russian Federation in the areas of heating, water supply, wastewater
disposal, and treatment of solid municipal waste, including the laws of the Russian Federation on the state regulation of
prices (tariffs) in these areas, shall apply in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, as
modified by the Government of the Russian Federation. (Part added by the Federal Constitutional Law of 28.12.2016 No.
10-FKZ)

2-2. Before 1 January 2020, the laws of the Russian Federation in the areas of gas supply, including the laws of
the Russian Federation on the state regulation of prices (tariffs) in this area, shall apply in the territories of the Republic of
Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, as modified by the Government of the Russian Federation. (Part added by the
Federal Constitutional Law of 28.12.2016 No. 10-FKZ)

3. In the territory of the Republic of Crimea and the territory of the federal city of Sevastopol, the rules for matters
of regulation of corporate relations with respect to the procedure for adopting decisions to amend the charter documents of
legal entities, or other decisions which are the basis for such changes, for the purposes of bringing corporate charters into
compliance with the laws of the Russian Federation, for legal entities whose permanent executive bodies or, in the absence
of a permanent executive body, another body or person authorized to act on behalf of the corporation without a power of
attorney, were based in the territory of the Republic of Crimea or the federal city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of
the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of new constituent entities of the Russian Federation (on
the condition that the rights of all participants (shareholders) of such legal entities are guaranteed) may be established by the
normative legal acts of the Republic of Crimea and the normative legal acts of the federal city of Sevastopol, that are in
effect until 1 January 2015. (Part supplemented by the Federal Constitutional Law of 4 November 2014 No. 15-FKZ)

4. Legal entities, the property of which is owned by a public entity or that have a public entity as a participant and
that, according to their charter documents, had the seat of their permanent executive body or, in the absence of a permanent
executive body, another body or person authorized to act on behalf of the legal entity without a power of attorney, within
the Republic of Crimea or the federal city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian
Federation and formation of new constituent entities of the Russian Federation, may bring their charter documents into
compliance with the laws of the Russian Federation and submit an application to have their information included in the
Unified State Registry of Legal Entities until 1 March 2015. (Part supplemented by the Federal Constitutional Law of 4
November 2014 No. 15-FKZ)

(Article supplemented by the Federal Constitutional Law of 21 July 2014 No 12-FKZ)

Article 12-2 The Application in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol of the
laws of the Russian Federation on licensing of various types of activity, and the laws of the Russian Federation on
commencement of business activities, and the laws of the Russian Federation on protection of rights of legal entities and
individual entrepreneurs in the course of state or municipal control (supervision)

1. Starting on 1 June 2015, the types of activity indicated in Part 1 Article 12 of the Federal Law of 4 May 2011
No. 99-FZ “On Licensing of Various Types of Activity” may be performed in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and
the federal city of Sevastopol only by legal entities or individual entrepreneurs that hold licenses to perform such activities,
issued in the manner stipulated by the abovementioned Federal Law, except for the situation provided for in part 2 of this
Article.

2. The Government of the Russian Federation shall be authorized to determine the types of activity from the list
included in Part 1 Article 12 of the Federal Law of 4 May 2011 No. 99-FZ “On Licensing of Various Types of Activity”
that will be permitted starting 1 June 2015 without obtaining a license according to the provisions of the abovementioned
Federal Law provided that a legal entity or an individual entrepreneur presents a notification that it is performing this type
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of activity and, in performing it, complying with the temporary mandatory requirements set forth by the federal executive
body authorized by the Government of the Russian Federation.

3. The government of the Russian Federation shall determine:

1) the time period (no later than 1 January 2020) during which such types of activity may be performed without
obtaining a license in accordance with Part 1 Article 12 of the Federal Law of 4 May 2011 No. 99-FZ “On Licensing of
Various Types of Activity”;

2) the process for submitting of a corresponding notification, the content it must contain, a list of attached
documents, and the procedure for amending it;

3) federal executive body authorized to establish temporary mandatory requirements, and also a list of gross
violations of the temporary mandatory requirements;

4) agencies of executive power authorized to perform state control (supervision) of compliance with the temporary
mandatory requirements;

5) the specifics of applying the provisions of the Federal Law of 26 December 2008 No. 294-FZ “On Protection
of Rights of Legal Entities and Individual Entrepreneurs in the Course of State and Municipal Control (Supervision)” in the
organization and conduct of inspections of compliance with the temporary mandatory requirements;

4. Persons conducting the types of activity indicated in Part 2 of this Article after 1 June 2015, that fail to submit
a notification or that submit a notification containing inaccurate information, shall be liable in accordance with the laws of
the Russian Federation for conducting business activity without special permits (licenses).

5. Legal entities or individual entrepreneurs that violate the temporary mandatory requirements while conducting
the types of activity indicated in Part 2 of this Article shall be liable in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation
for conducting business activity in violation of the conditions of special permits (licenses) and, in case of gross violations
of the temporary mandatory requirements, liability for gross violation of the conditions of special permits (licenses).

6. The provisions of parts 2° of this Article shall not restrict the rights of a legal entity or an individual entrepreneur
to submit an application for a license to conduct a corresponding type of activity per standard procedure, provided for by
the Federal Law of 4 May 2011 No. 99-FZ “On Licensing of Various Types of Activity”.

7. The provisions of the Federal Law of 26 December 2008 No. 294-FZ “On Protection of Rights of Legal Entities
and Individual Entrepreneurs in the Course of State and Municipal Control (Supervision)”, on the obligation of legal entities
and individual entrepreneurs to notify a state body authorized to perform state control (supervision) in the corresponding
area of business activity, shall apply with respect to business activities performed in the territories of the Republic of Crimea
and the federal city of Sevastopol starting on 1 June 2015.

8. Legal entities, individual entrepreneurs, who began by 1 June 2015 to perform work or provide services included
in the types of activities indicated in Part 2 Article 8 of the Federal Law of 26 December 2008 No. 294-FZ “On Protection
of Rights of Legal Entities and Individual Entrepreneurs in the Course of State and Municipal Control (Supervision)”, shall
by 1 June 2015 notify the executive body (bodies) authorized to perform control (supervision) in a corresponding area
regarding the fact that they are conducting this type of activity in the manner provided for by the laws of the Russian
Federation for submitting a notification about the initiation of certain types of business activity. The Government of the
Russian Federation may set forth the requirements for submission, accounting and form of these notifications.

9. Legal entities or individual entrepreneurs that fail to submit a notification indicated in Part 8 of this Article, or
submit such a notification containing inaccurate information, shall be liable in accordance with the laws of the Russian
Federation for failure to notify about the initiation of business activity or for presenting a notification about the initiation of
business activity containing inaccurate information.

10. Scheduled inspections in the course of state or municipal control (supervision) of legal entities (their affiliates,
representative offices, separate subdivisions), or individual entrepreneurs in the territories of the Republic of Crimea or the
federal city of Sevastopol for compliance with mandatory requirements, if their frequency according to the Federal Law of
26 December 2008 No. 294-FZ “On Protection of Rights of Legal Entities and Individual Entrepreneurs in the Course of
State and Municipal Control (Supervision)” is limited to one instance in three years, shall not be conducted until 1 January
2018.

11. The development and approval of annual plans for conducting planned inspections of legal entities (their
affiliates, representative offices, separate subdivisions), or individual entrepreneurs in the territories of the Republic of
Crimea or the federal city of Sevastopol for 2015, providing for inspections of compliance with the mandatory requirements
for legal entities (their branches, representative offices, separate subdivisions), or individual entrepreneurs in the territories
of the Republic of Crimea or the federal city of Sevastopol conducting the specific types of business activity indicated in
Part 9 Article 9 of the Federal Law of 26 December 2008 No. 294-FZ “On Protection of Rights of Legal Entities and

Individual Entrepreneurs in the Course of State and Municipal Control (Supervision)”, shall be conducted by state control
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(supervision) bodies, or by municipal control bodies, shall not be performed until 15 June 2015 without the approval of the
prosecution authorities.
(Article added by the Federal Constitutional Law of 29 December 2014 No. 20-FKZ)

Article 13. The application of the budget laws of the Russian Federation in the territories of the Republic of Crimea
and the federal city of Sevastopol

1. The budget laws of the Russian Federation shall apply in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the
federal city of Sevastopol as of 1 January 2015, except in cases provided for by part 2 of this article.

2. As of the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of new
constituent entities of the Russian Federation, the Government of the Russian Federation shall determine the requirements
for the draft budget laws for the Republic of Crimea, the budget of the federal city of Sevastopol and the local budgets for
2015 - 2017, and also the execution of those budgets and the formation of the budget accounting process. (As amended by
the Federal Constitutional Law 0f 29.12.2015 No. 8-FKZ, the Federal Constitutional Law of 19.12.2016 No. 9-FKZ)

3. Until 1 January 2015, the budget legal relations, except for legal relations concerning the drafting of the
budget of the Republic of Crimea, the budget of the federal city of Sevastopol and the local budgets for 2015, their review
and approval, shall be governed by the normative legal acts of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the city of
Sevastopol, the Republic of Crimea and the city with special status of Sevastopol, the Republic of Crimea and the federal
city of Sevastopol, respectively.

4. Until 1 January 2015, the tax and non-tax revenues provided for by the normative legal acts of the Autonomous
Republic of Crimea and the city of Sevastopol, the Republic of Crimea and the city with special status of Sevastopol, the
Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol shall be credited to the budget of the Republic of Crimea, the budget
of the federal city of Sevastopol and the local budgets, respectively.

Article 14. Financial support of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol in 2014

In 2014, the Russian Federation shall provide financial support to the Republic of Crimea and to the federal city
of Sevastopol in accordance with the Federal Law of 2 December 2013 No. 349-FZ “On the Federal Budget for 2014 and
for the planned period of 2015 and 2016.”

Article 15. Application of tax laws of the Russian Federation in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the
federal city of Sevastopol

1. The tax laws of the Russian Federation shall apply in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal
city of Sevastopol as of 1 January 2015.

2. Until 1 January 2015, in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, the
establishment, implementation and collection of taxes and fees, including the establishment of tax breaks, and also the
process of conducting tax audits, appealing the acts of tax bodies, acts (omissions) of their officials and establishing liability
for tax offenses shall be governed by the normative legal acts of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the city of
Sevastopol, the Republic of Crimea and city with special status of Sevastopol, the Republic of Crimea and the federal city
of Sevastopol, respectively.

Article 16. The organization of currency circulation in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city
of Sevastopol

1. The monetary unit in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol shall be the
ruble.

2. Until 1 June 2014 in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, the circulation
of the national monetary unit of Ukraine - the hryvnia shall be permitted as well as making cash and noncash settlements in
hryvnias. The legal regime for making settlements in foreign currency established by the laws of the Russian Federation

shall extend to cash and noncash settlements in hryvnias starting on 1 June 2014. (As amended by the Federal Constitutional
Law of 27.05.2014 No. 7-FKZ)

5. Beginning on 1 June 2014, settlements between legal entities, and also settlements with the participation of
natural persons connected with their conduct of business activity shall be made in cash in accordance with the laws of the
Russian Federation. (As amended by the Federal Constitutional Law of 27.05.2014 No. 7-FKZ)

6. Until 1 June 2014, the exchange of hryvnias to rubles at credit institutions that conduct their activity in the
territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, and also payments indicated in part 3 of this article,
shall be conducted at the official rate established by the Bank of Russia. After 1 June 2014, the exchange of hryvnias to
rubles at credit institutions that conduct their activity in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of
Sevastopol shall be conducted at the rate established by those credit institutions. (As amended by the Federal Constitutional
Law of 27.05.2014 No. 7-FKZ)

Article 17. The organization of banking activity in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city
of Sevastopol

1. In the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol as of the day of admission of
the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of new constituent entities of the Russian Federation,
banking transactions shall be made by banks that hold a license from the Bank of Russia, except in case provided for by part
2 of this Article.

2. Until 1 January 2015, in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, banks
that have a license from the National Bank of Ukraine effective as of 16 March 2014, that are registered and (or) conduct
banking activity in these territories can make banking transactions in accordance with the requirements set forth by the laws
of the Russian Federation. Until 1 January 2015, the aforementioned banks may obtain a license from the Bank of Russia
pursuant to the terms and procedures set forth by the laws of the Russian Federation.

3. The security of deposits held by banks mentioned in part 2 of this Article shall be ensured pursuant to the
terms and procedures set forth by the laws of the Russian Federation.

4. As of the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of new
constituent entities of the Russian Federation, the Bank of Crimea and the Bank of Sevastopol (in the event of their creation)
shall be converted into the local branches of the Bank of Russia. The employees of the Bank of Crimea and the employees
of the Bank of Sevastopol who are employed as of that day shall have a preferential right to join the aforementioned local
branches of the Bank of Russia if they hold citizenship of the Russian Federation and provided that they undergo certification
in accordance with the procedure adopted by the Bank of Russia.

Article 18. The organization of non-credit financial institutions in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the
federal city of Sevastopol

1. In the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, the day of admission of the
Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of new constituent entities of the Russian Federation, non-
credit financial institutions shall conduct their activity provided they have the right (permission) to do so, obtained pursuant
to the terms and procedures set forth by the laws of the Russian Federation, except in case provided for by part 2 of this
article.

2. Until 1 January 2015, in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, non-
credit financial institutions registered in these territories that have a permission to conduct such activity issued by the state
and other official bodies of Ukraine and operating as of 16 March 2014, may conduct their activity subject to the
requirements set forth by the laws of the Russian Federation. Until 1 January 2015, the aforementioned institutions may
obtain permission to conduct their activity pursuant to the terms and procedures set forth by the laws of the Russian
Federation.
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Article 18-1. Acts of the Bank of Russia governing the relations related to the admission of the Republic of
Crimea to the Russian Federation and the formation of new constituent entities within the Russian Federation - the Republic
of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol

1. In cases provided for by federal laws governing relations related to the admission of the Republic of Crimea
to the Russian Federation and the formation of new constituent entities within the Russian Federation - the Republic of
Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, the Bank of Russia shall have the right in matters within its jurisdiction to adopt
the acts of the Bank of Russia that are mandatory for federal state bodies, state bodies of constituent entities of the Russian
Federation and local government bodies, all legal entities and individuals, that are not provided for by Article 7 of the Federal
Law of 10 July 2002 No. 86-FZ “On the Central Bank of the Russian Federation (Bank of Russia).” The indicated acts of
the Bank of Russia shall not require state registration through the procedure established for the state registration of normative
legal acts of federal executive bodies.

2. The acts of the Bank of Russia mentioned in part 1 of this Article may be challenged in court in accordance
with the procedure established for challenging the normative legal acts of federal state bodies. (Article supplemented
- the Federal Constitutional Law of 27.05.2014 No. 7-FKZ)

Article 19. Local governments within the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol

1. Local governance in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol shall be
conducted in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation on local governance subject to the requirements for cities
with the special status of Moscow and Saint Petersburg, and also in accordance with the normative legal acts of the Republic
of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol.

2. Local government bodies shall be formed in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of
Sevastopol in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation and the normative legal acts of the Republic of Crimea
and the federal city of Sevastopol, respectively. Until the formation of these bodies is completed, the local governance in
the aforementioned territories shall be conducted by the local government bodies that operate on the day of admission of the
Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of new constituent entities of the Russian Federation.

Article 20. Notaries in the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol

1. During the transition period in the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, the notary chamber
of the Republic of Crimea and the notary chamber of the federal city of Sevastopol shall be created in accordance with the
laws of the Russian Federation on notaries.

2. The federal notary chamber shall announce (make public) the creation of the notary chamber of the Republic
of Crimea and the notary chamber of the federal city of Sevastopol. As of the day of announcement of the creation of the
aforementioned notary chambers, when notary acts are performed, the laws of the Russian Federation shall apply.

3. Until the creation of the notary chamber of the Republic of Crimea and the notary chamber of the federal city
of Sevastopol, notary acts in their territories shall be performed by the persons authorized for that purpose in accordance
with the laws of Ukraine. When the aforementioned persons perform notary acts, the laws of Ukraine may apply.

4. The persons who are notaries and who perform notary acts in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and
the federal city of Sevastopol on the day of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of
new constituent entities of the Russian Federation, shall have a preferential right to become notaries in the Republic of
Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol in accordance with the procedure established by the federal executive body that
exercises law enforcement functions and control and supervision functions over notaries, if they hold citizenship of the
Russian Federation, and also provided that they have passed the qualification examination and they meet the other
requirements set for notaries by the laws of the Russian Federation on notaries.

Article 21. The bar in the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol
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1. During the transition period in the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol, the chamber of
lawyers in the Republic of Crimea and the chamber of lawyers in the federal city of Sevastopol shall be created in accordance
with the laws of the Russian Federation on the bar.

2. The federal chamber of lawyers of the Russian Federation shall announce (make public) the creation of the
chamber of lawyers in the Republic of Crimea and the chamber of lawyers in the federal city of Sevastopol.

3. Until the creation of the chamber of lawyers in the Republic of Crimea and the chamber of lawyers in the
federal city of Sevastopol, attorneys may practice law when they have the status of an attorney and the right to practice law
in accordance with the laws of Ukraine or the normative legal acts of the Republic of Crimea or the federal city of Sevastopol,
respectively.

4. Attorneys of the Republic of Crimea and attorneys of the federal city of Sevastopol may practice law provided
that they pass the examination of knowledge of the laws of the Russian Federation, and they satisfy the requirements set for
attorneys by the laws of the Russian Federation on bar, and they must be members of the chamber of lawyers of the Republic
of Crimea or the chamber of lawyers of the federal city of Sevastopol.

Article 22. Archives of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol

Archives located in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol on the day of
admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and formation of new constituent entities of the Russian
Federation, and that are the property of Ukraine, as of that day shall become the property of the Republic of Crimea and the
federal city of Sevastopol, respectively. The aforementioned archives may become federal property in accordance with the
laws on archives in the Russian Federation.

Article 23. Validity of normative legal acts of the Russian Federation in the territories of the Republic of Crimea
and the federal city of Sevastopol

1. Legislative and other normative legal acts of the Russian Federation shall be valid in the territories of the
Republic of Crimea and the federal city of Sevastopol from the date of admission of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian
Federation and the formation of new constituent entities of the Russian Federation, unless otherwise provided for by this
Federal Constitutional Law.

2. Normative legal acts of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea, the city of Sevastopol, the Republic of Crimea
and the city with the special status of Sevastopol shall be valid in the territories of the Republic of Crimea and the federal
city of Sevastopol until the end of the transition period, or until the adoption of a corresponding normative legal act of the
Russian Federation and/or the Republic of Crimea or a normative legal act of the Russian Federation and/or the federal city
of Sevastopol.

3. Normative legal acts of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the city of Sevastopol, the Republic of Crimea
and the city with the special status of Sevastopol that are inconsistent with the Constitution of the Russian Federation shall

not apply.
Article 24. Entry of this Federal Constitutional Law into effect

This Federal Constitutional Law shall become effective as of the effective date of the Treaty between the Russian
Federation and the Republic of Crimea on the Accession of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and the
Formation of New Constituent Entities within the Russian Federation.
