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On the eve of the professional holiday Fisherman’s Day, the Azov-Black Sea Territorial Directorate of the
Federal Fisheries Agency summed up the industry’s results for the first half-year of 2015.

An analysis of the catch of water bioresources shows that in the first six months of this year, fishermen in the
Azov-Black Sea basin caught 49,660.5 tonnes of water bioresources, which is 1.7 times higher than the results
for the same period of 2014 (27,855.0 tonnes). The results include 38,756.2 tonnes caught in the Black Sea,
which is larger than the catch for the same period of 2014 by 17,833.7 tonnes (the catch in 2014 was 19,886.3
tonnes).

In the Sea of Azov, a total of 9,914.8 tonnes was caught, which is larger than the catch for the same period of
2014 by 4,905.4 tonnes (the catch in 2014 was 5,009.3 tonnes). Of this amount, the Republic of Crimea
accounted for 3,911.9 tonnes in 2015 (as compared to 637.4 tonnes during the same period of 2014).

The increase in the size of the catch was facilitated by good fishing organization, favorable weather conditions,
and stable concentrations of anchovy, sprats, and kilka in fishing areas. The main reason for the larger catches,
however, was an increase in the number of vessels in the Azov-Black Sea basin due to the addition of Crimean
fishermen.

Crimean enterprises currently account for up to 60% of the catch for the Azov-Black Sea basin. As a result, we
have already overtaken the Baltics just by gaining Crimea. Viktor Asharin, head of the Azov-Black Sea
Territorial Directorate of the Federal Fisheries Agency, noted: “The Crimean vessels that have remained in
Crimea make up the part of the fleet that is helping us get to those fishing areas we have not visited for as long
as we can remember. Even to Abkhazia.”

All of these achievements in terms of larger catches of water bioresources in the basin have made it possible to
increase the flow of fish products to markets of the Russian Federation.

Positive growth trends in the fish catch are being observed in virtually every region of the basin. An analysis of
yields by regions of the Russian Federation located within Directorate’s jurisdiction for the first quarter of
2015 showed that fishermen in Krasnodar Krai caught 18,418.0 tonnes, which is larger than the catch for the
same period of 2014 by 7,980.0 tonnes; fishermen in the Rostov Region caught 6,193.5 tonnes, increasing their
2014 catch indicators by 356.0 tonnes; fishermen in Stavropol Krai caught 37.3 tonnes, which exceeds their
2014 catch by almost 10.0 tonnes; and fishermen in the Republic of Crimea caught around 25,000 tonnes,
surpassing last year’s indicators by almost 40%.

In the Volgograd Region, fishermen on the Tsimlyanskoye Reservoir caught more than 97% of the
recommended catch of Volga zander in the first half-year of 2015.

At the same time, it should be pointed out that in many freshwater bodies the fall fishing season did not see
any increase in the size of the catch. In the Volgograd Region and the Republic of Adygea, for instance, the
size of the catch actually fell in comparison with the same period of 2014: the yield was down by 981.0 tonnes
in the Volgograd Region and by 5.4 tonnes in the Republic of Adygea.

The reasons for the lower catch include unfavorable weather conditions, low water levels due to insignificant
river flooding, and certain aspects of the legal regulation of fishing in freshwater bodies of constituent parts of
the Russian Federation.

However, all the conditions are present for fishermen to maximize their quotas in the upcoming
“Zharkovskaya” and fall/winter fishing season of 2015.
