Article 19. Providing Subsoil Resources for Use

Subsoil resources shall be provided to enterprises, institutions, organisations and individuals for
use only if they have a special permit to use a subsoil area. The right to use subsoil resources
shall be certified by a mining allotment certificate.

When product distribution agreements are executed, subsoil resources shall be provided for use
on the basis of the product distribution agreement with execution of a special subsoil use permit
and a mining allotment certificate.

Subsoil resources may be used without a mining allotment or a special permit in cases provided
for by this Code.
