The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine presents its compliments to the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation and, in addition to its notes
No. 610/22-110-1132 of July 29, 2015, No. 72/22-194/510-485 of 23 February 2016,
and No. 610/22-110-387 of March 16, 2016, has the honor to reiterate its objections
to the Russian Federation’s construction of a bridge across the Kerch Strait (the
Kerch Strait Bridge).

the Ministry reminds the Russian Federation that, under the United Nations
Convention on the Law of the Sea (UNCLOS), Ukraine is the coastal State with
respect to waters adjacent to the Crimean Peninsula, including adjacent waters in the
Kerch Strait. The construction of the Kerch Strait Bridge will permanently and
significantly modify the character of such waters and the subsoil under them. Such
modification poses potentially grave risks to the marine environment and also
violates Ukraine’s coastal State rights. The construction of the bridge is illegal
without Ukraine’s prior consent.

The Ministry is also deeply concerned with the unilateral restrictions that the
Russian Federation reportedly intends to impose, as a result of the construction of
the Kerch Strait Bridge, on freedom of navigation through the Kerch Strait.
According to recent media reports, Russian officials purporting to speak for the
Kerch Port Authority have issued a formal notice stating that, beginning in July or
August of 2017, vessels exceeding 33 meters in height or 160 meters in length, or
with beams in excess of 31 meters, or with a draft in excess of 8 meters, will be
restricted from transiting through the Kerch Strait as a result of the construction of
the Kerch Strait Bridge.

The reported restrictions would prevent passage through the Kerch Strait of
certain classes of seagoing vessels that were previously able to transit the strait.
Accordingly, the Ukrainian Side considers that these reported restrictions will cause
significant ongoing damage to Ukrainian seaports in the Sea of Azov, will hinder the
future development of such seaports, and will interfere with Ukraine’s use and
enjoyment of its territorial waters and Exclusive Economic Zone in the Sea of Azov.
By way of example, between 2012 and 2017, the Mariupol and Berdyansk seaports
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accommodated 1064 vessels exceeding 33 meters in height or 160 meters in length.
The Mariupol seaport regularly accommodates Panamax vessels that require a height
clearance of approximately 47 meters and are approximately 225 meters long, and it
has accommodated vessels with height clearance requirements of up to 49 meters
and lengths of up to 235 meters. Under the reported restrictions, Panamax vessels
and other large vessels would no longer be able to transit the Kerch Strait or access
the Mariupol and Berdyansk seaports.

Additionally, the Ministry is concerned that the construction of the Kerch
Strait Bridge will interfere with winter passage through the strait. As the Russian
Side 1s well aware, ice forms in the Kerch Strait and Sea of Azov each winter.
Ukraine believes there is a significant risk that ice jams will form around the pylons
of the Kerch Strait Bridge. Such ice jams would pose a severe threat to navigation
and may preclude such navigation altogether for months at a time.

The Ministry further expresses deep concern over the Russian Federation’s
plans to restrict navigation through the Kerch Strait in August and September of
2017 due to its unauthorized construction activities. According to information
published on the Russian Federal Portal of Draft Laws and Regulations, the Russian
Ministry of Transportation has proposed restricting passage through the Kerch Strait
on August 3-6, 8-10, 14-21, and 28-31, 2017, and September 1-4, 2017. Such
restrictions would apply to all vessels except Russian military and security vessels,
and Russian vessels engaged in constructing the Kerch Bridge.

The Ministry objects to the Russian Federation’s plans to interrupt navigation
through the Kerch Strait without authorization from Ukraine. Ukraine stresses that
any such interruption will interfere with free navigation through the Kerch Strait in
violation of UNCLOS.

The Russian Federation’s plans to impose restrictions on maritime navigation
through the Kerch Strait infringe Ukraine’s rights in the Kerch Strait under
UNCLOS and are of particular concern in light of Ukraine’s prior diplomatic
correspondence on this subject and Ukraine’s Notice of Arbitration under Annex VII
of UNCLOS. In order to protect Ukraine’s rights and interests under UNCLOS and
other applicable treaties, laws and customs, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
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Ukraine demands that the Russian Federation immediately cease construction of the
Kerch Strait Bridge.

The Ministry further requests that the Russian Federation promptly provide to
Ukraine all available information relating to the construction of the Kerch Strait
Bridge, any associated threats to the marine environment, and any associated
interference with navigation through the Kerch Strait. This information should
include, without limitation: a technical account of the characteristics of the bridge
and the process of its construction, any assessment that the Russian Federation has
undertaken of the environmental impact of the bridge, any technical assessment
made by the Russian Federation of the effect the bridge will have on ice floes in the
Kerch Strait, and an explanation of any actions that are being taken or that are
planned to be taken by the Russian Federation to remedy any negative consequences
of the construction. The Russian Federation should also alert Ukraine to, and
provide, any information that calls into question the short- or long-term structural
integrity of the Kerch Strait Bridge.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine avails itself of this opportunity to
renew to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation the assurances of
its consideration.
