Pursuant to the Federal Law on Environmental Expert Reviews as it pertains to establishing
uniform rules for organizing and conducting state environmental expert reviews in the Russian Federation
and defining the basic regulations for environmental impact assessments in the Russian Federation, I hereby
order:

1. To approve the Regulation on Environmental Impact Assessments of Planned Economic and
Other Activity in the Russian Federation.

2. To repeal Order No. 222 of the Russian Ministry of Natural Resources dated 07/18/94 “On
Approving the Regulation on Environmental Impact Assessments in the Russian Federation,” registered
with the Russian Ministry of Justice on 09/22/94 under registration No. 695.

3. To instruct the State Environmental Expert Review Department (Chegasov) to ensure strict
compliance with the requirements for environmental impact assessments as set forth in the document
indicated in section 1.

4. To task Deputy Chairman of the Russian State Environmental Protection Committee A.F.
Poryadin to monitor the implementation of this order.

REGULATION
on Environmental Impact Assessments of Planned Economic and Other Activity
in the Russian Federation

This Regulation on Environmental Impact Assessments of Planned Economic and Other Activity
in the Russian Federation (hereinafter “Regulation”) was developed in pursuance of Federal Law No. 174-

FZ of 11/23/95 “On Environmental Expert Reviews” (Collected Laws of the Russian Federation, 1995, No.
48, Article 4556) and regulates the process of assessing
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the environmental impact of planned economic and other activity and preparing the relevant
materials, which serve as the basis for preparing supporting documentation for sites subject to state
environmental expert review.
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IV. Public Information and Public Participation
in the Environmental Impact Assessment Process
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4.1. Public disclosure and public participation shall take place at all stages of environmental impact
assessment pursuant to the provisions of this Regulation and other regulatory documents in accordance with
the established procedures.

4.2. Public participation in the preparation and discussion of materials pertaining to the assessment
of environmental impact shall be arranged by the customer as an integral part of the environmental impact
assessment process and shall be organized by local government bodies or the relevant state authorities with
the assistance of the customer in accordance with Russian law.

4.3. The public and other participants in the environmental impact assessment process shall be
informed by the customer at the stage of the notice, preliminary assessment, and preparation of the terms
of reference of the environmental impact assessment. A brief overview shall be published in the official
publications of the federal executive authorities (for sites being reviewed at the federal level), or in the
official publications of the executive authorities of constituent parts of the Russian Federation and local
government bodies on whose territory the project that is subject to state environmental expert review is to
be implemented and on whose territory the planned economic and other activity may have an impact. The
published information should include:

a description of the planned activity, its purpose, and location;

the name and address of the customer or its representative;

the approximate timeframe of the environmental impact assessment;

the authority responsible for organizing public discussion;

the proposed form of public discussion (survey, hearings, referendum, etc.), as well as the form of
submission of comments and proposals;

the time and place of availability of the terms of reference of the environmental impact assessment;

other information.

4.4. Participants in the environmental impact assessment process may also be informed by means
of disseminating the information indicated in section 3.1.1 by radio, on television, in the periodical press,
via the Internet, and by other methods of dissemination of information.

4.5. The customer (or contractor) shall receive and document comments and proposals from the
public for 30 days from the date of publication of the information pursuant to section 3.11. These comments
and proposals shall be taken into account when preparing the terms of reference of the environmental impact
assessment and must be reflected in the materials of the environmental impact assessment.

4.6. The customer shall ensure that interested members of the public and other participants in the
environmental impact assessment process have access to the terms of reference of the environmental impact
assessment from the moment they are approved and until the end of the environmental impact assessment
process.

4.7. At the stage of conducting the environmental impact assessment, the plan of action shall be
adjusted in the course of public discussion of the planned economic activity, including discussion as to
whether or not public hearings should be held based on the materials of the environmental impact
assessment.

When deciding on the format of public discussion, including public hearings, it is necessary to
consider the degree of environmental hazard posed by the planned economic or other activity and to take
into account the uncertainty factor and the level of public interest.

4.8. Information about the time and place of availability of the preliminary version of the
environmental impact assessment materials, as well as the date and place of public hearings and other forms
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of public participation shall be publicized in the mass media indicated in section 3.1.1 at least 30 days
before the end of public discussion (including any public hearings). The customer shall also convey this
information to interested members of the public whose interests may be directly or indirectly affected if the
planned activity is implemented or who have expressed an interest in the impact assessment process, and
to other participants in the environmental impact assessment process who may not have access to the
aforementioned mass media.

4.9. The procedures for holding public hearings shall be defined by local government bodies with
the participation of the customer (or contractor) and the assistance of interested members of the public. All
decisions regarding public participation shall be documented.

The customer shall arrange for the keeping of minutes of the public hearings on the planned activity,
which shall clearly set out the main topics of discussion and the subject of disagreements between the public
and the customer (if any). The minutes shall be signed by representatives of the executive authorities and
local government bodies, citizens, nongovernmental organizations (associations), and the customer. The
minutes of the public hearings shall be included as an appendix to the final version of the materials of the
environmental impact assessment of the planned economic or other activity.

4.10. A preliminary version of the environmental impact assessment materials shall be presented
to the public for review and comment within 30 days, but not later than two weeks before the end of public
discussion (including any public hearings).

The receipt of written comments and proposals from citizens and nongovernmental organizations
during the period before a decision is made on the implementation of the planned economic or other activity,
and the documenting of such proposals as appendices to the environmental impact assessment materials,
shall be arranged by the customer for 30 days after the end of public discussion.

4.11. The customer shall provide the public with access to the final version of the environmental
impact assessment materials during the entire period from the moment the latter are approved until such
time as a decision is made regarding the implementation of the planned activity.
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
