The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine presents its compliments to the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation and, in reference to the
diplomatic notes No. 72/22-620-518 of March 10, 2015, No. 72/22-620-2476 of
October 9, 2015 regarding the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea
of 1982 (the “Convention”), expresses its grave concern over the reported oil spill
in the Black Sea near the city of Sevastopol in the Autonomous Republic of
Crimea.

According to the official statement of Russian authorities, an unidentified
vessel has discharged oil products in the Black Sea near the city of Sevastopol in
the unlawfully-occupied Crimea. The oil spill has reportedly resulted in heavy
pollution to the sea area in which it occurred. Moreover, the incident occurred
during the spawning season of certain species of fish, and has reportedly resulted
in the death of dolphins in the oil spill area.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine reminds the Russian
Federation that Ukraine is the coastal state with respect to Crimea under the
Convention. The Ukrainian Side further reiterates that as the coastal state, it holds
sovereignty and sovereign rights in maritime areas appertaining to Crimea,
including the territorial sea and exclusive economic zone. As such, Ukraine is
entitled to ensure that the marine environment in its maritime areas is protected,
and that other States honor their obligations to prevent and control pollution in
Ukraine’s maritime areas.

In order to protect Ukraine’s rights and interests as the coastal state and to
enable it to take appropriate action pursuant to the Convention and other
applicable international law, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine demands
that the Russian Federation promptly provide all available information relating to
the reported oil spill. This information should include the location and magnitude
of the spill, the environmental damage it has caused, and the actions that are being
taken or are planned to be taken by the Russian Federation to control and prevent
further environmental damage. The information should further include the
identity of the vessel responsible for the reported spill, its flag state, as well as its
port of registry, its last and next port of call, and any other relevant information
related to the incident causing the spill.

It will be understood, in the circumstances, that Ukraine’s requests for
information are without prejudice to its legal position and rights under
international law, including under the Convention.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine avails itself of this opportunity
to renew to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation the

assurances of its consideration.
