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1.2.  Goals and objectives of the Energy Strategy
The goals of the Energy Strategy are:

®  To create the conditions for the reliable and high-quality satisfaction of demand for energy

products at the lowest possible cost on an economically sustainable basis;
To increase the country’s energy security;
To raise the efficiency of energy consumption and use;

To reduce the man-made impact on the environment and provide for civil protection in the
area of technogenic safety of the fuel and energy sector;

Based on these stated goals, the main objectives and areas of implementation of the Energy
Strategy of Ukraine are:

1. To form an integrated and effective system of management and regulation in the fuel and
energy sector and develop a competitive environment in energy markets;

2. To gradually liberalize and develop competition in energy resource markets and associated
service markets

3. To create the preconditions for a significant reduction in the energy-intensiveness of the
economy by introducing new technologies, progressive standards, modern control,
management, and metering systems, energy product transportation and consumption systems,
as well as developing market mechanisms for encouraging energy saving;

4. Increasing the extraction and production of domestic energy resources, taking into account
the economics of production, and increasing the volumes of energy and energy products
made from alternative and renewable sources of energy;

5. To diversify outside sources of the supply of energy product;

6. To achieve balanced and economically sustainable policies on energy prices that cover the
cost of producing energy and delivering it to end consumers, and to create the appropriate
conditions for the stable functioning and consistent development of enterprises in the fuel
and energy sector;

7. To create the conditions for attracting private investment, new technologies, and advanced
know-how to the fuel and energy sector

8. To provide regulatory and legal support for achieving the development goals of Ukraine’s
fuel and energy sector, with due regard for the existing domestic legal framework, the
numerous commitments provided for by international treaties, and the requirements of EU
energy law.
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1.4. Key findings

Implementing the measures provided for by the Energy Strategy will make it possible to achieve
the following key outcomes?:

Fully meeting the growing demand for electric power by immediately upgrading combined
heat and power plants, extending the service life of nuclear power plants, making significant
investments in the modernization and expansion of the company’s electricity grid, and, after
2018, introducing new power-generating capacity to reduce unit costs;

Increasing gas production to 40-45 billion m* a year and achieving 90% own consumption
of gas through improvements to licensing procedures, production-sharing agreements,
taxation, and active efforts to attract investors;

Fully meeting the demand for coal by increasing the economic efficiency of the production
of up to 75 million tonnes per year of power-generating coal (and up to 40 million tonnes
per year of coking coal) through maximum privatization and greater mine efficiency, as well
as the future closure of non-privatized mines that are not profitable;

Significantly reducing government spending by no longer subsidizing industries, and
simultaneously raising the efficiency of enterprises in the fuel and energy sector;

Implementing integrated programs to boost energy efficiency in order to reduce specific
consumption of energy resources in the economy by 30-35% by 2030, which will
significantly reduce the burden on the economy, increase the country’s energy
independence, and raise its GDP;

Attracting the necessary investment (around USD 200 billion) to the fuel and energy sector
will require developing an industry reform program, creating competitive markets, raising
energy prices in order to create attractive conditions for private investors to enter the
industry, strengthening the anti-monopoly system, and ensuring the improvement and long-
term stabilization of the regulatory and legal framework.

1.5. Implementing and updating the Energy Strategy

Ensuring the implementation and timely updating of the Energy Strategy will require:

Revising Ukraine’s projected energy balance every 5 years;

Developing, approving, and annually updating the Energy Strategy Implementation Plan,
National Plans, and Industry Programs in the areas identified in the Energy Strategy (a
detailed list of the necessary regulatory documents is provided in the “State regulation and
ownership structure” and “Programs and documents” sections), as well as designating the
parties responsible for these tasks and monitoring their implementation;

Annual preparation of a report by the Ministry of Energy and the Coal Industry regarding the
implementation of the Energy Strategy and the objectives identified in the National Plans and
Industry Programs

2 Based on the actual development of macroeconomic indicators up to 2030 according to the assumptions built into

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®  Updating the Energy Strategy every five years, and, if necessary, more frequently, taking into
account the reports on its implementation

The implementation of the Energy Strategy as a whole is the responsibility of the Ministry of
Energy and the Coal Industry of Ukraine. The Government will designate all the interested
Ministries and other central executive authorities as co-implementers of the Strategy.
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9. Guaranteeing energy security

Ukraine’s energy security means the state’s ability to ensure the efficient use of its own fuel and
energy base, to achieve the optimum diversification of energy sources and delivery routes to
Ukraine in order to support the daily activity of the population and the functioning of the national
economy under normal, emergency, and wartime conditions, to prevent sharp fluctuations in
prices for fuel and energy resources, or to create the conditions for the national economy’s
smooth adaptation to new prices for these resources on global markets.

Energy security involves achieving a state of technically reliable, stable, economically efficient,
and environmentally safe supply of energy resources to the economy and the country’s social
sphere.

Energy security is an integral part of the country’s national security, and an effective policy of
ensuring energy security by improving the condition of energy facilities has a positive effect on
the situation in the national economy.

The main threats to the country’s energy security and the ways to strengthen it are described in
detail in the Main Directions of State Policy in the Area of Ensuring Ukraine’s Energy Security,
approved by Decree No. 1863 of the President of Ukraine dated 12/27/2005.

The level of energy security is assessed using the methodology developed by the Ministry of
Economic Development and Trade. In order to ensure energy security, it is essential to achieve
and maintain the minimum indicators set out in the Methodology.

The current state of energy security may be described as unsatisfactory. The low efficiency of
fuel and energy production and subsequent transportation and use in sectors of the national
economy give rise to the unsatisfactory state of the energy supply. The worn-out state of process
equipment in the fuel and energy sector results in the overconsumption of raw energy resources,
energy losses in local electricity and heating grids, and a reduction in the efficiency of thermal
power stations.

The share of imports in Ukraine’s supply of fuel and energy resources (around 50%) is close to
the average European level. At the same time, it is important to note the high monopolistic
dependency on imports of oil and gas (around 70%) and atomic fuel (100%) from Russia. The
difficulties of growing domestic production of coal, oil, and gas, and the unfavorable balance of
energy consumption (the significant share of gas — around 45% of total energy consumption, as
compared with the average European level of around 22%) exacerbates the problem of energy
dependence.

The consequence for the national economic of failing to adhere to the principles of energy
security include:

® Insufficient efforts to upgrade, retrofit, and build new plants in the fuel and energy sector and
the industries that support it; physical wear and obsolescence of equipment; growth in the
breakdown rate of equipment; and an increase in resource consumption;

Lower labor productivity, distortion of prices for fuel and energy resources due to ineffective
rate policies, curtailment of the positive influence of market relations and competition in
manufacturing; and shortages of energy resources;
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The inefficient use of fuel and energy resources, which leads to the overconsumption of
resources and increases the impact on the environment of human activity;

A decrease in the extraction and production of fuel and energy resources, growth in the
frequency of process disruptions, as well as higher repair costs due to the poor technical level
and quality of equipment, the low quality of construction, installation, repair work, and
operation, and the unacceptably high level of wear of equipment;

Instability in the supply of heating and power to the public and industry from centralized
sources;

Disruptions in the fuel supply, which has an adverse effect on the production and output of
electric and thermal energy and forces the use of lower-quality fuel;

A decrease in the technical safety of fuel and energy resources and, as a result, the
progressive breakdown of energy equipment

Goals and system for ensuring energy security

The main goals for ensuring Ukraine’s energy security are:

Efficiently supplying the national economy and population with reasonably necessary
volumes of energy resources while minimizing costs and facilitating the stable
socioeconomic development of Ukraine;

Maximizing efforts by the country’s leadership to reduce the level of dependence on energy
imports and diversifying the sources of imports under the conditions of constant external
pressure;

Raising the level of competitiveness of the fuel and energy sector: drawing on and adopting
international best practices in managing industry companies and market elements, developing
the domestic research and technical base, and raising the qualifications of personnel.

The main directions of Ukraine’s energy policy in terms of ensuring energy security are:

Diversifying supplies of all types of energy resources;

Reducing the energy intensiveness of GDP to the level of leading European countries by
implementing measures for the efficient production, transportation, and consumption of
energy resources;

Growing the economically sustainable level of domestic extraction and production of energy
resources;

Ensuring the satisfactory technological state of enterprises in the fuel and energy sector;
Achieving and maintaining the necessary level of strategic reserves of energy resources;

Ensuring free competition in competitive markets, as well as government control and
regulation of natural monopolies;

Maximizing the use of the fuel and energy sector’s existing transport capabilities and
creating new ones;

Creating pilot projects for the use of alternative types of energy and promoting them in the
national economy; supporting domestic manufacturers of equipment in this area;
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® Introducing new sources of energy, such as those involving the use of hydrogen, coal gas,
coal-water fuel, etc.

Supporting the development of the fuel and energy sector is one of the basic principles of
ensuring energy security and will help strengthen the national economy of Ukraine.

Monitoring the security of the energy supply

In order to ensure a stable environment for the functioning of the national energy market and the
adaptation of national law to the laws of the EU (Directives 2005/89/EU and 2004/67/EU and
Regulation 994/2010), it is necessary to introduce monitoring of energy supply security. The
monitoring of energy supply security should be carried out by an authorized government agency
and should focus on:

®  The balance of production and consumption of electric power and natural gas;

®  The sufficiency of reserve capacities for ensuring equilibrium;

®  The level of expected future demand for electricity and natural gas, as well as projected

capacity, which should be ensured by additional generating capacity that is in the process of
being built, or the construction of which is planned;

The diversification of sources of energy supplies;
The operating reliability of grids and the continuity of energy supply;
The quality and level of technical maintenance of grids.

Measures to cover maximum load and solve the problem of insufficient generating capacity.
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
