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English Steam Frigate HMS Prince To Be Subject of Archeological Research by RAS’s
Institute of Oriental Studies in Waters off Balaklava

Sevastopol, January 20, Kryminform. The English steam frigate HMS Prince will be the subject
of marine archeological research by the Russian Academy of Sciences’ Institute of Oriental
Studies. This was announced to journalists today by Candidate of Historical Sciences Viktor
Lebedinsky, a senior research fellow with the RAS’s Institute of Oriental Studies.

“In past years and in 2016 we recorded several underwater objects and remains of vessels in the
waters off Balaklava, which may be related to the notorious storm of November 12, 1854. That
day saw the destruction of 30 ships belonging to Russia’s adversaries in the Crimean War,
including the English steam vessel HMS Prince,” Lebedinsky said.

At the same time, he noted, “we cannot yet say whether this is indeed the Prince.” “The objects
lie at a significant depth and are very hard to identify, as a significant amount of time has passed.
They are badly decomposed,” Lebedinsky explained.

He added: “We plan to study the objects this year. For this purpose, we have underwater robots
capable of working at great depths.”

The marine archeological expedition of the Institute of Oriental Studies in the waters off
Sevastopol and Crimea in July-August 2016 involved five professional divers working at depths
of up to 83 meters, two architects, and seven students from Sevastopol State University.

On February 13, 2009, specialists from the Department of Underwater Archeology at the
Archeology Institute of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, with the help of
specialists from the Aquamarine Diving Center, raised onto the shore a fragment of a four-blade
propeller believed to be from the British steam frigate HMS Prince. This was announced to
journalists by department head Sergei Voronov.

According to legend, the English steam frigate HMS Prince was carrying a cargo of gold and
silver worth 200,000 pounds sterling for the British expeditionary force. Archival data do not

support this theory, but many underwater treasure hunters continue to believe it.
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
