Report

I hereby inform you of the results of the ship’s surveillance of sectors B-2 and B-3 of the E(M)EZ
of Ukraine during its voyage from 11/30/2016 to 12/01/2016.

1. Crew summary

1.1. The ship is on duty protecting the state border of Ukraine in areas No. 1, 2, and 3, and the
sovereign rights of Ukraine in the E(M)EZ in sectors B-1, B-2, and B-3 pursuant to Order No. 126-t of the
commander of the Odessa Coast Guard Detachment dated 11/10/2016.

Based on Order No. Sh/26-570 of the Administration of the State Border Service of Ukraine dated
11/28/2016 “On the Use of Forces in the E(M)EZ of Ukraine” and a decision by the detachment commander
(ref. No. 22/74t dated 11/29/2016), the ship put to sea at 11:00 PM on 11/30/2016 with the ascertaining the
situation at sea in areas No. 1, 2, and 3, as well as B-2 and B-3 of the E(M)EZ of Ukraine — to record and
document the movement of the MODU Krym-1 (P. Hodovanets) and the violation of the laws of Ukraine
governing the E(M)EZ. The ship returned to its base at the Port of Odessa at 6:00 PM on 12/01/2016.

1.2. During the voyage, the following persons were on board the ship:

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1.2.1. At 04:20 AM on 12/01/2016, a target was detected at the point with coordinates 45°21°4”N,
30°54°2”E, which was identified as the MODU Tavryda (IMO: 8763373, according to the certificate of
title to the vessel PV 003547, it belongs to Chornomornaftogaz SJSC PJSC and is supposed to carry the
flag of Ukraine, but in actual fact the flag of the Russian Federation (RF) had been raised). Armed persons
and other unidentified individuals are present on the MODU. These facts were recorded in a photograph.

Upon detection and the approach of the CGS Grigory Kuropiatnikov to the MODU, at a distance
of around 40 cable lengths, conversations were picked up on the radio about concealing the actions of the
armed persons and their subordination to a unified command. This was confirmed by radio intercept data
and subsequently recorded in the ship’s duty log. Subsequently, the nature of the aforementioned persons’
actions was visually observed to resemble preparations for armed resistance.

When the MODU Tavryda was challenged at 07:52 AM on radio set ICOM-602, channel 16, it
failed to respond despite numerous requests.

1.2.2. At 05:15 AM on 12/01/2016 a target was detected at the point with coordinates 45°18’4”N,
30°50°8”E, which was identified as the tugboat Fedor Uryupin (IMO: 9443499, no flag on board). When
the tugboat Fedor Uryupin was challenged at 08:12 AM on radio set ICOM-602, channel 16, it responded
that it was providing search and rescue support in the area of the Odeske gas field and did not have radio
contact with the MODUs standing nearby. Subsequently, from 08:14 AM, in violation of the requirements
of international law of the sea, the tugboat crew refused to exchange radio communication, thereby creating
the preconditions for navigational incidents and impeding the ship’s lawful activity.

1.2.3. At 06:20 AM on 12/01/2016, a target was detected at the point with coordinates 45°18”N,
30°51’E, which, based on the AIS data, was identified as the MODU Ukrayina (according to the AIS data
is was designated as the MODU UKRAINE, IMO number did not display, according to the certificate of
title to the vessel PV 003317 it belongs to Ukraine, IMO number: 8771241). It was visually observed that
the Russian name Krym-1 [Kpswu-1] had been inscribed in black letters on the side of the vessel (above the
former name, which had been painted over). No flag was present. The MODU was installed at wellhead
platform WP-3. It was visually observed that the MODU was in the process of being prepared for drilling
work. When the MODU Ukrayina was challenged at 07:45 AM on radio set ICOM-602, channel 16, it
failed to respond despite numerous requests (in Ukrainian, Russian, and English).

1.2.4. At 07:55 AM on 12/01/2016, a target was detected at the point with coordinates 45°16°5”N,
30°51°7”E, which was identified as the patrol ship (PS) Pytlivy of the Black Sea Fleet of the Russian
Federation (side No. 868, call sign “Bugel-868~, based in Sevastopol). When the PS Pytlivy was challenged
at 08:00 AM on radio set ICOM-602, channel 16, the Russian military ship warned about a prohibition
against approaching closer than 10 cable lengths to the MODU, stating that it had established a security
zone of this distance. In response to comments that military vessels of the RF Black Sea Fleet could not
establish any security zones around MODUs in the E(M)EZ of Ukraine, the commander of said ship did
not provide any further explanations. The PS Pytlivy then commenced dangerous maneuvers, cutting in
front of the ship and cutting it off from the drilling platforms and wellhead platforms, as a result of which
the CGS Grigory Kuropiatnikov was forced to change course, thus managing to avoid collision and move
away to a distance of 1 cable length. Due to the unsafe maneuvers of the PT Pytlivy, it became impossible
to approach the MODU and board it with an inspection team. In the course of its maneuvers, the PS Pytlivy
flagrantly violated the requirements of safe navigation and seamanship.

Thus, as a result of surveillance of the situation at sea around the Odeske gas field, the following
facts were established and documented:
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- the movement of the MODU Petro Hodovanets was not confirmed. It was confirmed that
the MODU Ukrayina had been placed at wellhead platform WP-3 and that it was being prepared
for drilling work in the E(M)EZ of Ukraine.

- there were no identifiers of nationality on the MODU Ukrayina (in particular, there was
no flag);

- armed persons with military kit were present on the MODU Tavryda;

- the flag of the Russian Federation has been unlawfully raised on the MODU Tavryda;

- the registration data (port of registration and name of the MODU Ukrayina, a.k.a. “Krym-
1”") did not match its IMO registration number;

- all of the aforementioned MODUSs were jettisoning an unidentified liquid into the E(M)EZ
of Ukraine;

- the patrol ship Pytlivy of the Black Sea Fleet of the Russian Federation has established a
security zone of 10 cable lengths around the drilling units and performed unsafe maneuvers,
impeding the lawful activity of a ship of the State Border Service of Ukraine within the E(M)EZ
of Ukraine;

- boarding teams from a ship of the State Border Service of Ukraine were unable to board
the MODUSs (WPs) to carry out the full range of lawful monitoring procedures (under threat of
armed resistance by armed persons and a military (combat) vessel of the Charter, which in turn
poses a danger to non-members of the CGS crew who are on military patrol duty).

1.3. The hydro-meteorological data in the patrolled area were characterized as favorable
for patrol duty: SW -5 m/s, sea 1, visibility 80 [illegible].

In the presence of the aforementioned officials, | drew up a Report on the Recording of
Violations under Articles 22, 23, 24, and 25 of the Law of Ukraine “On the Exclusive (Maritime)
Economic Zone of Ukraine” with respect to all of the legal violations identified in the area of the
Odeske gas field.
