The Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine hereby resolves:

1. To agree with the proposal of the Ministry of Ecology and Natural Resources to hold a
tender for the awarding of a production-sharing agreement for hydrocarbons produced within the
Foros area (hereinafter “tender”) on the terms set forth in the appendix.

2. To instruct the Interagency Commission for Organizing the Entering into and
Performance of Production-Sharing Agreements to arrange for a tender to be held in accordance
with the requirements of the Law of Ukraine “On Production-Sharing Agreements”, specifically:

1) to develop and approve the tender documents within two weeks and arrange for the
placement of a tender notice in official print publications of Ukraine and foreign mass media;

2) to arrange for bids to be received within two months from the date of publication of the
tender notice;

3) to prepare and submit to the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, no later than one month
after the final deadline for the submission of bids, its opinions and proposals regarding the selection
of a tender winner.

TERMS OF THE TENDER
for the Awarding of a Production-Sharing Agreement
for Hydrocarbons Produced within the Foros Area

Tender Procedures

1. A tender for the awarding of a production-sharing agreement for hydrocarbons produced
within the Foros Area (hereinafter “agreement”) shall be held in accordance with the procedures
defined by Article 7 of the Law of Ukraine “On Production-Sharing Agreements”.

2. Participation in the tender for the awarding of the agreement (hereinafter “tender”) shall
be open to citizens of Ukraine, foreigners, stateless persons, legal entities of Ukraine and other
nations, or associations of legal entities formed within Ukraine or beyond its borders that possess
the appropriate technical and financial capabilities, as well as the appropriate qualification for the
use of subsoil resources, as confirmed by documents issued in accordance with the laws
(procedures) of the bidder’s country. Two or more legal entities (associations of legal entities) may
participate in the tender jointly.

3. In order to participate in the tender, an investor (or investors) (hereinafter “investor”)
shall submit a bid in a form of its own choosing, which must contain documented information
concerning:

the investor (full name, nationality, place of residence, specialty (for individuals); name,
principal place of business, name of country under whose laws the legal entity or association of
legal entities is registered, core activity provided for by its charter, and amount of share capital
(for a legal entity or association of legal entities));

work experience in the subsoil use industry, as well as information about its technical,
financial, and economic capabilities for performing the work and the technologies that will be
applied in the course of using the subsoil resources.

4. The bid should be accompanied by:
1) for individuals:

duly certified copies of their passport, certificate of assignment of an identification number,
and state registration document (for sole proprietors);

information regarding:

- the dates when the investor plans to carry out geological exploration (including test
development) of the subsoil area and start commercial development of the fields;

- the investor’s financial and economic capabilities;
- the amounts and types of investment;

original payment documents proving payment of the tender participation fee and tender
document fee;

the schedule of work to be carried out, including work commencement and completion
dates;
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proposals regarding the distribution of extracted product;

a commitment to train personnel and use products, goods, work and services of domestic
origin;

a plan of action for the protection of subsoil and the environment, as well as standards for

the protection of subsoil, the environment, and public health, which shall apply for the duration of
the work, with due regard for the relevant requirements of section 20 of these terms;

a social development plan;
additional proposals on the fulfillment of the tender terms;
2) for a legal entity:

duly certified copies of its state registration document and constitutional documents
(articles of association, charter, etc.);

a duly certified document on the amount of contributions paid into share capital;
information regarding:

- the composition of shareholders (for joint-stock companies: the holders of the largest
blocks of shares) and their interests in share capital;

- core activities, number of employees, experience in the area of subsoil resource use,
including experience in the development and/or production of fossil fuels (natural gas, oil,
condensate) on the outer shelf, with a list of names of subsoil areas, types and results of work,
applied technologies, and production capacity;

- the dates when the investor plans to carry out geological exploration (including test
development) of the subsoil area and start commercial development of the fields;

- the technical equipment and technologies that are to be used;
- the investor’s financial and economic capabilities;

- the amounts and types of investment;

data from the most recent audit;

a copy of the financial balance sheet for the preceding year, certified by the legal entity’s
chief executive officer;

original payment documents proving payment of the tender participation fee and tender
document fee;

the schedule of work to be carried out, including work commencement and completion
dates;

proposals regarding the distribution of extracted product;

a commitment to train personnel and use products, goods, work and services of domestic
origin;

a plan of action for the protection of subsoil and the environment, as well as standards for

the protection of subsoil, the environment, and public health, which shall apply for the duration of
the work, with due regard for the relevant requirements of section 20 of these terms;

a social development plan;
additional proposals on the fulfillment of the tender terms;
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The investor may submit additional documents and materials.

The bid and appendices thereto shall be prepared in Ukrainian. If the bidder is a nonresident
of Ukraine, then the documents shall be submitted in a foreign language accompanied by a
mandatory Ukrainian translation. The bid and appendices thereto shall be submitted as a single set
in both hard and soft copy. The documents shall be sent by mail or submitted directly by the
investor or its representative.

5. Submitted bids shall be registered by a working body of the Interagency Commission
for Organizing the Entering into and Performance of Production-Sharing Agreements (hereinafter
“Interagency Commission”) on the day of their receipt.

Incomplete bids shall not be considered.

6. Registered bids and accompanying materials shall be reviewed by the Interagency
Commission within one month after the final deadline for submitting bids.

7. Equal conditions for all bidders, as well as confidentiality, shall be ensured in the course
of conducting the tender.

8. The following criteria shall be taken into account when reviewing the bids:

1) the rationality of the terms of use of natural resources according to the work plan;
2) the effectiveness of the engineering solutions for the performance of the work;

3) the effectiveness of environmental protection measures;

4) the attractiveness of the investment terms;

5) the level of funding and investor experience relevant to implementing the work and
investment plan in accordance with the terms of the tender;

6) the attractiveness of proposals regarding the distribution of product to the state;
7) the investor’s experience in fossil fuel exploration and development on the outer shelf;
8) provision for the use of goods, work, and services of domestic origin.

At the same time, the main criterion for assessing bids shall be the attractiveness of the
investment terms, particularly the amount of the special cash payment to the state budget to be
made by the investor after the signing of the agreement (bonus for the signing of the production-
sharing agreement, to be paid into the general fund of the state budget).

9. After reviewing and assessing the submitted materials, the Interagency Commission
shall prepare and submit to the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine its proposals regarding the
selection of a tender winner (or winners) (hereinafter “winner”).

The tender results shall be published in official print publications and shall be conveyed to
each bidder.

10. The tender shall be deemed void if none of the submitted bids fulfill the terms of the
tender.

Characteristics of the Object of the Tender

11. The Foros area for which the tender is being announced (hereinafter “area”) is located
within the continental shelf of the Black Sea and is bound by the following geographic coordinates:

The subsoil area includes all sedimentary deposits that lie within the boundaries of its
perimeter and is limited in terms of depth of subsoil use to 10,000 meters from the surface or to
the geological foundation, whichever is reached first.

Description of mineral resources: fossil fuels (natural gas, oil, condensate).

Upon the signing and state registration of the agreement, the investor shall be granted a
special permit to use the subsoil for the purpose of geological study, including test development,
with subsequent production of hydrocarbons (commercial development) within the boundaries of
the subsoil area for a period of 50 years. The period of validity of the special subsoil permit may
be extended in accordance with the procedures established by law.

List and Deadlines of Work To Be Performed in the Subsoil Area
12. The winner shall ensure the performance of the following work:

1) geological study of the subsoil area, including 3D seismic surveys and the drilling of at
least one exploration well during the first phase of the geological exploration work;

2) completion of the first phase of geological exploration work within no more than five
years;

3) if the investor decides to proceed to the second phase of geological exploration work,
the drilling of at least one exploratory well;

4) if the investor decides to proceed to the commercial development phase, the
development of field infrastructure, the drilling of production wells, and the commercial
development of the hydrocarbon fields;

5) the preparation of a report on the results of geological surveying of the subsoil area and
its submission to the State Geological Information Fund in accordance with the established
procedures;

6) if hydrocarbon fields are discovered, the submission to the State Mineral Reserves
Commission of materials regarding the evaluation of hydrocarbon reserves for the confirmation of
said reserves.

Minimum Amount of Investment

13. The minimum amount of the special payment to the state budget, payable by the
investor within ten days after signing the agreement (bonus for signing the production-sharing
agreement, payable to the state budget fund), must be at least UAH 2.4 billion.

14. The minimum amount of investment during the first phase of the geological exploration
work must be at least UAH 1.6 billion.

15. The amount of investment during the second phase of geological exploration work,
including test development, shall be determined on the basis of the tender results.

16. The total amount of investments, including those needed in order to ensure commercial
development, shall be determined on the basis of the tender results.

Basic Product Distribution Criteria

17. All product shall belong to the state until the time of its distribution between the state
and the investor. The maximum share of cost product out of which the investor will be
compensated for its costs shall be 70% of the total amount of product until the investor is fully
compensated for its costs.

The state’s share of profit product must be at least 20% of the total amount of such product.
Special Terms of the Agreement Required by the State

18. The tender winner and the state, represented by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine,
shall enter into an agreement for a period of 50 years unless otherwise agreed upon by the parties.

The agreement shall provide for the following basic terms and conditions:
an annual declaration of production characteristics;
adherence to the procedures for using geological, geophysical, and other information;

procedures and special rules for recording costs associated with commercial and process
needs;

a definition of the procedures and timeframes for assessing the level of environmental
pollution in the vicinity of the subsoil area at the time of entering into the agreement;

a definition of the scope and timeframes of subsoil and environmental protection measures,
as well as the funding for such measures;

a definition of the procedures for confirming and approving the annual work plans;

the appropriate storage of the state’s share of produced hydrocarbons until such time as
they are handed over to the state;

insurance against property risks, including the loss of produced hydrocarbons as a result of
natural disasters;

terms of exceptional risk during the development of the fields.

19. Disputes between the parties associated with the performance, termination, and validity
of the agreement shall be referred to an international commercial arbitration court for resolution.

Optimal Economic, Technological, Environmental Protection, and Other Measures for the
Rational Use of Subsoil Resources

20. The investor’s bid shall be accompanied by information regarding the optimal
economic, technological, environmental protection, and other measures for the rational use of
subsoil resources, including:
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1) measures to ensure the earliest possible start of commercial hydrocarbon production and
the achievement of maximum volumes of hydrocarbon production;

2) the use of cutting-edge, environmentally-friendly technologies, equipment, and
advanced engineering solutions to ensure effective hydrocarbon exploration and production;

3) technologies and engineering solutions to be used for protecting the ecosystem of the
continental shelf of the Black Sea and its aquatic resources and biocenoses;

4) engineering solutions and measures to be used for protecting atmospheric air and
preventing the emission of greenhouse gases.

The State’s Material Requirements for the Terms and Performance of Work Provided for
by the Agreement
21. The investor shall:
1) conduct hydrocarbon exploration, evaluation, and production, and perform any other
work provided for by the agreement, in accordance with the work schedules, plans, and cost

estimates agreed upon by the parties, which shall be developed and approved in accordance with
the procedures established by the agreement;

2) make investments in an amount no lower than that which is provided for on the basis of
the tender results and under the agreement;

3) return, upon completion of individual phases of the work, any sections of the subsoil
area that, based on the results of the completed work, are found by the investor to lack promise for
further geological exploration work (including test production) and/or commercial development;

4) submit geological, geophysical, technical/economic, and other information, as well as
rock samples obtained in the course of performing the relevant work, to the State Geological
Information Fund;

5) adhere to the requirements of the law, including those governing employment, subsoil
resources, and environmental protection, and perform its obligations under the agreement;

6) give preference to goods, work, and services of domestic origin, given equal conditions
as to price, completion periods, quality, and conformity to international standards;

7) give preference to Ukrainian citizens when hiring workers to fulfill the needs set forth
in the agreement;

8) register its permanent representative office in Ukraine within three months after entering
into the agreement if it is the operator under the agreement and a non-resident of Ukraine.

Bid Submission Deadline

22. The final deadline for submitting bids shall be two months from the date of publication
of the tender notice. Bids received after 6:00 PM on the last day of the bid submission period shall
be returned to the bidders in unopened envelopes.

Tender Participation Fee

23. A fee of UAH 1 million shall be charged for participation in the tender. The fee shall
be paid into the registration account of the State Geology and Mineral Resource Service of
Ukraine:
