The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine presents its compliments to the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation and would like to draw attention to the
unlawful activities conducted by specific agencies of the Russian Federation in internal
waters of Ukraine in the Kerch Strait. According to information at the disposal of the
Ministry of Transport of Ukraine, the  Chief Directorate for Navigation and
Oceanography of the Ministry of Defense of the Russian Federation (Notices to
Mariners No. 879 of 10 February 2001) is attempting to establish new navigation
conditions between Fairways Nos. 50 and 52, which are located predominantly in
internal waters of Ukraine.

Such actions contravene Article 2 of the Agreement on Friendship, Cooperation and
Partnership between Ukraine and the Russian Federation dated May 31, 1997,
provisions of international law of the sea, specifically Paragraphs 4 and 5 of Article 41
of the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea of 1982, the International
Reqgulations for Preventing Collisions at Sea of 1972, and may be interpreted as an
attempt at infringing on Ukraine’s sovereignty and violating the navigation procedure
at the Ukrainian-Russian state border in the Kerch Strait.

The Ukrainian Side (Note of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine No.4-2/42-37 of
January 11, 1999) previously expressed its concern over the unlawful proclamation by
the administration of the Russian ports of Temryuk and Kavkaz of the Ukrainian sector
of Fairway No. 50 as their waters, over attempts to change the service areas of the
Vessel Traffic Service of the Kerch Merchant Sea Port in the Ukrainian sector of the
Kerch Strait, and over constant violations of the requirements of the Navigation
Conditions for Vessels of Civilian Agencies in the Black Sea and the Sea of Azov
published in 1992.

For the attention of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
of the Russian Federation, Moscow
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Since the abovementioned unlawful actions by specific agencies of the Russian
Federation, among other things, jeopardize the safety of navigation in the Kerch Strait
and do not promote the strengthening of friendly Ukrainian-Russian relations and
strategic partnership between our states, an end must be put to them.

Also, considering the complexity of the situation regarding the safety of navigation in
the Kerch Strait, the Ukrainian Side finds it necessary to conduct negotiations focusing
on these issues with the participation of all the concerned ministries and other central
executive authorities of the Parties.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine would like to use this opportunity to renew its
assurances of high respect for the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation.
