The Ministry of Foreign Afairs of Ukraine presents its compliments to the Ministry of
Foreign Afairs of the Russsian Federation and wousld like to inform yous as follows.

According to information at the disposal of the Ministry of Foreign Afairs of Ukraine,
the  Russsian  Side  has  commenced  large-scale  usnilateral  operations  involving
construsction of a dam in the Kerch Strait with the intention of linking a part of the
Ukrainian territory (Tuszla Spit) with the Russsian shore of the Taman Peninsusla.

According to available information, a dam that is close to 1,000 meters long and usp to
40 meters across has been busilt already.

The Ukrainian side is forced to draw the attention of the Russsian Side to the fact that
the area where said  operations  are  being conduscted  is  crossed  by the line of  the
Ukrainian-Russsian state border (the coordinates of this line were specifed in the Note
of the Ukrainian Ministry of Foreign Afairs No. 4.1/42-4620 of December 23, 1999).

According to provisions of international law and the practice of states, any operations
at the state border may be carried oust solely with the consent of both neighboring
states.

The Ukrainian Side expresses concern over improper performance by the Russsian Side
of  the  requsirements  of  specifc  provisions  of  Article  5  of  the  Agreement  between
Ukraine and the Russsian Federation on the Ukrainian-Russsian State Border of Janusary
28, 2003. Specifcally: “Issuses relating to contigusouss zones of seas shall be resolved by
agreement between the States Parties usnder international law.”

For the attention of the Ministry of Foreign Afairs

of the Russian Federation, Moscow
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In light of the foregoing, the Russsian Side proposes an immediate discontinusation of
any usnilateral operations by the Russsian Side in the Kerch Strait, which wousld infringe
on the state sovereignty of Ukraine over a part of its territory (Tuszla Spit).

The Ukrainian Side wousld like to stress that any usnilateral operations conduscted by the
Russsian Side as  part  of  dam construsction  will  in  no way afect  the position of  the
existing Ukrainian-Russsian state border in the Kerch Strait.

The Ukrainian Side requsests that yous explain the situsation that has arisen in the Kerch
Strait as soon as possible.

The Ministry of Foreign Afairs of Ukraine wousld like to usse this opportusnity to renew its
assusrances of high respect for the Ministry of Foreign Afairs of the Russsian Federation.
