The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation presents its 

compliments to the Embassy of Ukraine in the Russian Federation. In response 

to Note No. P/92-99 of 16 March 1999 from the Embassy of Ukraine in the 

Russian Federation, the Ministry is honored to inform you that the Federal 

Border Guard Service of the Russian Federation is tasked with ensuring the 

protection of marine biological resources in water areas and exercising state 

control in this area by Russian Presidential Decree No. 950 of 29 August 1997 

On Measures to Ensure Protection of Marine Biological Resources and State 

Control in this Area and Russian Government Resolution No. 90 of 26 January 

1998 On Implementation of Russian Presidential Decree No. 950 of 29 August 

1997 On Measures to Ensure Protection of Marine Biological Resources and 

State Control in this Area. 

In performing these functions in the waters 
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of the Sea of Azov, the Kerch Strait, and the Black Sea, the Federal Border 

Guard Service of Russia is guided by the 3 August 1994 Agreement between 

the Russian Federation and Ukraine on border cooperation and interaction, and 

by the 27 August 1994 Protocol on Joint Monitoring of the Water Area of the 

Sea of Azov and the Kerch Strait by Border Troops of the Russian Federation 

and Ukraine. 

According to the above-mentioned documents, until the time when the status 

of the Sea of Azov has been determined, the marine forces of the Federal 

Border Guard Service of Russia and the marine forces of the State Border 

Committee of Ukraine shall carry out joint monitoring of its entire water area, 

including the area of the Kerch Strait, according to approved plans. 

The relevant answers to the questions posed in the above-mentioned note of 

the Embassy were also given during a visit by a representative of the Embassy 

to the Federal Border Guard Service of Russia on 8 April of this year. 

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation would like to use this 

opportunity to renew its assurances of high respect for the Ministry of Foreign 

Affairs of Ukraine.
