In order to ensure the protection and rehabilitation of the natural environment of the Sea of Azov
and the Black Sea, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine hereby resolves:

CONCEPT
for the Protection and Rehabilitation of the Natural Environment
of the Sea of Azov and the Black Sea

1. Background to the development of the Concept

This Concept is designed to ensure the implementation of the Convention on the Protection of the
Black Sea Against Pollution (April 21, 1992) (995 _065), the Ministerial Declaration on the Protection of
the Black Sea (April 7, 1993), and the Strategic Action Plan for the Rehabilitation and Protection of the
Black Sea (October 31, 1996).

The current environmental situation in the Sea of Azov and the Black Sea is extremely
unsatisfactory. The annual discharge of pollutants from Ukraine alone is as high as 340,000-390,000 tonnes.
The level of contamination of seawater in some coastal zones exceeds the maximum permissible
concentration of petroleum products by 2-7 times, of phosphorous and phenols by 10 and 5 times
respectively, and of other substances as well. During the spring, the dissolved oxygen content on the bottom
layer of water in the shelf zone decreases significantly, leading to the destruction of virtually all species of
fauna and flora within its limits. Over the last ten years, due to sea pollution and the introduction of new
species of plants and animals that pose a danger to local flora and fauna, the catch of fish in the Sea of Azov
and Black Sea has fallen by 5 times.

The most urgent problems associated with protecting and rehabilitating the natural environment of
the Sea of Azov and the Black Sea are:

the high level of contamination of seawaters, which has resulted in eutrophication and adverse

functional structural changes in marine ecosystems;
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the threat of irreparable loss of marine biodiversity and biological resources;
a reduction in the quality of marine recreational resources;
a sharp reduction in the catch of fish and intermediate seafood products;

the destruction of the sea coast and intensification of adverse geological processes.

2. Purpose and Means of Implementation of the Concept

The purpose of this concept is to prevent an increase in human-caused pressure on the natural
environment of the Sea of Azov and the Black Sea, to promote the development of environmentally friendly
types of activity in the Azov-Black Sea region, and to preserve and regenerate the biological diversity and
biological resources of the seas to a level that will promote the balanced development of maritime regions.

The subject of the Concept is the natural environment of the Sea of Azov and the Black Sea within
the limits of the internal waters, territorial sea, exclusive (maritime) economic zone of Ukraine, and coastal
zones. In this Concept, the term “coastal zone” is used according to the World Bank definition contained
in the draft European Code of Conduct for Coastal Zones dated October 14, 1997: The coastal zone is the
interface where the land meets the ocean, encompassing shoreline environments as well as adjacent coastal
waters. The limits of the coastal zone are often arbitrarily defined, differing widely among nations, and are
often demarcated by reasons of administrative ease, as well as the specific problems to be tackled.

The implementation of measures to protect the natural environment of the Sea of Azov and the
Black Sea shall be ensured by:

a) legal means. This involves improving environmental protection laws and natural resource laws
associated with preserving the natural environment of the seas. To this end, it is necessary to amend water
laws, laws governing the nature reserve fund, and the Plan for Prospective Development of Reserve
Management in Ukraine; to develop and adopt laws on protecting the waters of the seas and coastal zones,
as well as fishing laws, and to define the regulatory and legal framework for the development of
aquaculture, establish and ensure the practical application of environmental criteria for assessing the impact
of contamination on the natural environment of the Sea of Azov and the Black Sea, their coastal zones, and
public health; and to approve the procedures for recreational use of coastal bodies of the nature preserve
fund with due regard for the environmentally permissible load;

b) financial means. The Concept should be implemented with funding from the enterprises,
institutions, and organizations that are contaminating the Sea of Azov and the Black Sea, as well as from
the State Budget of Ukraine (taking into account the actual capabilities of the state), the budget of the
Autonomous Republic of Crimea, relevant local budgets, foundations, and other sources;

¢) organizational means. Activity associated with implementing the Concept shall be coordinated
by specially designated authorities responsible for environmental protection and the use of natural resources
with the participation of other interested national and local authorities of the executive branch;

d) scientific and methodological means. In order to provide scientific and methodological support
for the protection and rehabilitation of the natural environment of the Sea of Azov and the Black Sea,
research will be carried out
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with a view to adopting effective solutions to reduce the level of contamination of sea waters, preserve and
regenerate biological resources, and protect the geological environment of the seas;

¢) informational and educational means. In order to raise the level of environmental education and
awareness among the population of the Azov-Black Sea region regarding the environmental situation in the
Sea of Azov and the Black Sea, steps will be taken to expand the publication of popular science and other
literature and the broadcasting of educational science programs on television and radio. Environmental
knowledge should become a mandatory qualification requirement for all officials whose activity is
associated with the use of the natural resources of these seas.

In light of Ukraine’s international commitments to protect and rehabilitate the natural environment
of the Sea of Azov and the Black Sea, the Concept identifies a system of measures that may be implemented
by 2007 (taking into account existing organizational and economic capabilities).

3. Main Areas of Activity for the Protection and Rehabilitation of the Natural Environment of the Sea of
Azov and the Black Sea

Reducing the Level of Contamination of the Seas and the Human-Caused Burden on Their
Ecosystems and Coastal Zones

River contamination. In order to reduce the volume of pollutant discharge with river run-off, it is
necessary:

to harmonize measures for the protection and rehabilitation of the natural environment of the Sea
of Azov and the Black Sea with the National Program for the Environmental Rehabilitation of the Dnieper
River Basin and Improvement of Drinking Water Quality, as well as other environmental programs;

to step up efforts to strengthen the bio-reclamation role of sea reaches;

to develop and implement interregional, regional, and local projects for the rehabilitation of small
rivers that empty out into the Sea of Azov and the Black Sea.

Air pollution. In order to reduce the adverse impact on the natural environment of the seas due to
wind transfer of pollutants, it is recommended:

to assess the impact of pollutants on ecosystems of the Sea of Azov and the Black Sea, as well as
public health in coastal zones, as a result of wind transfer;

to inventory the sources of emission of air pollutants in coastal zones;

to take steps to ensure compliance with standards for air pollutant emissions from stationary and
mobile sources in coastal zones.

Sewage discharge. In order to reduce the adverse impact of sewage discharge on the natural
environment of the Sea of Azov and the Black Sea, it is advisable:

to take priority steps to reduce the volume of sewage being discharge into the most polluted coastal
waters;

to conduct a science-based predictive assessment of the volume of contaminants reaching the Sea
of Azov and the Black Sea;

to create a system of state monitoring of the quantitative and qualitative characteristics of collector
and drainage waters and the impact [text cut off]
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
