On Approving the National
Program for the Protection and Restoration
of the Environment of the Sea of Azov and Black Sea

(Gazette of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine (VRU), 2001, No. 28, Art. 135
The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine hereby orders:

1. To approve the National Program for the Protection and Restoration of the Environment of the
Sea of Azov and Black Sea (appended hereto).

NATIONAL PROGRAM
FOR THE PROTECTION AND RESTORATION OF THE ENVIRONMENT
OF THE SEA OF AZOV AND BLACK SEA

The National Program for the Protection and Restoration of the Environment of the Sea of Azov
and the Black Sea (hereinafter “Program™) is designed to ensure the implementation of the Convention on
the Protection of the Black Sea against Pollution (1994), the Ministerial Declaration on the Protection of
the Black Sea (1993), and the Strategic Plan of Action for the Restoration and Protection of the Black Sea
(1996).

The Program is designed to help focus the efforts of all administrative and commercial entities in
the Azov-Black Sea region on developing and implementing measures to improve the environmental
condition of the Sea of Azov and the Black Sea.

I. DEFINITIONS
The following definitions shall be used in this Program:

aquaculture — a system of measures aimed at the artificial reproduction of valuable plants and
animals in an aquatic environment;

water area — a water expanse of a body of water or sea bound by natural, artificial, or conventional
borders;

biogenic substances — ions of nitrogen, phosphorous, silicon, iron, oxygen, and carbon that enable
the life processes of organisms;

diffuse sources of pollution — sources of potential inflow of pollutants and biogenic substances into
a body of water by means of run-off from a water catchment area;
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point sources of pollution — sources of entry of pollutants and biogenic substances into a body of
water as a result of locally identifiable discharge;

eutrophication — an increase in the content of biogenic substances in a body of water, leading to the
explosive reproduction of algae, a decrease in water transparency and oxygen content in deep layers due to
the decomposition of organic material from dead plants and animals, as well as a massive loss of bottom
organisms;

ecosystem (ecological system) — a natural complex formed by living organisms interconnected by
nutrient cycles and energy flows, which form a system of interdependent biotic and abiotic phenomena and
processes;

benthic ecosystem — the ecosystem of the bottom of a body of water and solid anthropogenic
substrata (e.g., collectors for mollusks in aquaculture, hulls of vessels, etc.);

marine ecosystem — the interacting combination of living marine organisms and their marine
environment;

zooplankton — the collection of animals inhabiting the water column and unable to actively resist
being carried by currents;

biological resources — biological components of the biosphere that may be used by people to derive
material or other benefits;

recreational resources — natural and man-made objects and phenomena that are used for rest,
recreation, and tourism;

coastline — the place where the land meets the sea, including the natural complexes of the shore and
adjacent marine waters.

II. PURPOSE AND IMPLEMENTATION PERIOD OF THE PROGRAM

The purpose of the Program is to develop a state policy, strategy, and plan of action aimed at
preventing the growth of man-made pressure on the environment of the Sea of Azov and the Black Sea, to
facilitate the development of environmentally-friendly types of activity in the Azov-Black Sea region, to
preserve and reproduce the biological diversity of marine resources, and to create favorable conditions for
the habitation, recreation, and leisure of the general public.

The object of the Program is the environment of the Sea of Azov and the Black Sea within the
limits of the internal sea waters, territorial sea, exclusive (maritime) economic zone of Ukraine and its
coastline.

The Program will be implemented during the period up to 2010 and will be carried out in two
phases: 2001-2005 and 2006-2010.

The first phase, based on the formation and implementation of annual plans for the social and
economic development of Ukraine, will involve implementing a set of organizational, regulatory, scientific
and technical measures aimed at solving vital environmental problems, successfully and efficiently
introducing environmentally-friendly technologies, building treatment facilities, reinforcing the shore,
preventing erosion, and upgrading sewage networks.

III. CURRENT ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITION OF THE SEA OF AZOV AND BLACK SEA

The Sea of Azov and Black Sea are the most isolated seas from the World Ocean on the planet,
with a water catchment basin of over 2 million km?.
